The Contract shall include the “City of Naperville” as Additional Insured for work within the North 
Aurora Road right of way and “DuPage County” as Additional Insured for work within the 
Raymond Drive right of way. 
 
 
PORTLAND CEMENT CONCRETE FOR SIDEWALKS (CITY OF NAPERVILLE) 
 
The Contractor shall submit for approval a mix design for the proposed Portland cement 
concrete sidewalk and shall be in conformance with the applicable portions with the recurring 
special provision for QC/QC of Concrete Mixtures.  All Quality Control testing for the Portland 
Cement Concrete sidewalk shall be provided by the contractor.  The Portland Cement Concrete 
used for the sidewalk shall be provided in accordance with the Sections 424 and 1020 of the 
Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction. 
 
The Concrete must have a mix design and must come from a State approved ready-mix plant.  
The Portland cement concrete shall contain a minimum of 6.1 bags of cement per cubic yard.  
High early strength concrete containing 7 bags of cement will be required where vehicle 
crossing is permitted on the sidewalk, driveway pavement, curb and gutter, adjacent to radius 
curbs and at various locations as determined by the Engineer and City of Naperville.  No 
additional compensation shall be allowed for providing Portland Cement Concrete containing 7 
bags of cement. 
 
Minimum curing time before any subsequent work can be performed adjacent to new concrete 
is 4 days unless specified by the Engineer. 
 
All exposed surfaces of the newly poured concrete shall be cured by application of a cure and 
seal compound in accordance with the specifications and manufacture’s direction.  Cure & Seal 
1315 EF produced by Dayton Superior or an equal approved by the Engineer and the City 
Naperville must be used on the proposed Portland Cement Concrete sidewalks. 
 
This work shall be included in the unit cost for PORTLAND CEMENT CONCRETE SIDEWALK 
of the thickness specified.
