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TELEPHONE ANSWERING MACHINE

The telephone answering machine specified in Article 670.02 shall meet the following minimum specifications:

(1)
Time/Day Indication - A computerized voice records the date and time that each message is received.

(2)
Beeperless Remote - Any remote touch-tone phone can be used to review all messages by the use of an access code.

(3)
Digital System - Pre-recorded and received messages are managed on separate cassettes.

(4)
Conversation Record - The operator can record any phone call.

(5)
Remote Turn-On - Any remote touch-tone phone can be used to turn on the answering machine by the use of an access code.

(6)
Full Message - The Caller is advised if the memory is insufficient to record the call.

(7)
Battery Back-Up - The settings and messages are protected from power failures.

(8)
Two-Line Capacity - Projects that have a second phone line through the provision of a 670.05 Engineer’s Field Laboratory shall provide a single phone answering machine that services both lines.

Prior to the purchase of this item, the Contractor shall submit specifications for the proposed machine to the Engineer for his approval.
