SECTION 3C-4 OF THE MUTCD.

USE WHERE "d" EXCEEDS 1,500 FEET OR WHERE SIGHT DISTANCE TO
THE CLOSURE IS LESS THAN 500 FEET.

THE DEAD END SIGN (W14-1) SHALL BE USED IN ALL CASES EXCEPT
WHERE THE CLOSURE POINT IS VISIBLE FROM THE CROSSROAD.

WHERE THE POINT OF CLOSURE IS OVER 1 MILE FROM THE LAST CROSSROAD,
A MILES AHEAD PLATE (W12-1101) SHALL BE USED.
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
