SCOPE OF WORK

I Remove existing surface, steel railing, deck beams, and bearing pads.

2. Repair bearing seats and perform other repairs al ebutments as required.

3. Reconstruct a P.P.C. deck beam superstructure with concrete wearing
surface and steel railing, Type SM.
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GENERAL NOTES

Reinforcement bars shall conform to the requirements of ASTM A 706
Gr 60 (IL Modified). See Special Provisions.

Plan dimensions and details relative to existing plans are subject fo routine
variations. The Contractor shall field verify existing dimensions and details
affecting new construction and make necessary approved adjustments prior fo
construction or ordering of materials. Such variations shall not be cause for
additional compensation for a change in scope of the work, however, the
Contractor will be paid for the quantity actually furnished based upon the unit
price bid for the work.,

Concrete Sealer shall be applied to the abutments where concrefe repairs are
performed.

No in-stream work will be allowed at this structure.

The Contractor is advised that the existing PPC Deck Beams are in a deteriorated
condition with reduced load carrying capacity. It is the Contractor’s responsibility to

account for the condition of the beams when developing construction procedures
for removal and replacement of the superstructure.

If the Contractor’s procedures for existing beam removal or placement of new beams

involves placement of heavy equipment on the new deck beams, a detailed
procedure sholl be submifted to the Engineer for approval, The procedure shall
include calculations, sealed by an lllinois Licensed Structural Engineer,

verifying the structural adequacy of the beams for the proposed loads. Cost
included with Precast Prestressed Concrete Deck Beams (17”).

Repair of the substructure shall be completed prior to placement of the new deck
beams.
