Effective: January 1, 2002 
 
The Contractor shall complete the work within 45 working days. 
 
 
TWO WEEK NOTIFICATION PRIOR TO STARTING WORK 
Effective December 2005 
 
Revise the first sentence of Article 107.09 Public Convenience and Safety to the following, “The 
Contractor shall notify the Engineer at least 14 days in advance of starting any construction 
work.” 
 
This additional notification is required so that the public can be notified of the pending 
construction. 
 
 
LEVELING BINDER 
 
Leveling binder placed at a thickness of 1 ¼ inch or greater shall be compacted to an average 
density of 93 to 97 percent of maximum theoretical density according to Article 406.16 of the 
Standard Specifications. 
 
Following bituminous surface removal at Location #5, all leveling binder shall be placed prior to 
opening the roadway to traffic.
