I. GENERAL

A. Article 50 of the lllinois Procurement Code establishes the duty of all State chief procurement officers, State purchasing officers, and their
designees to maximize the value of the expenditure of public moneys in procuring goods, services, and contracts for the State of Illinois and to act
in a manner that maintains the integrity and public trust of State government. In discharging this duty, they are charged by law to use all available
information, reasonable efforts, and reasonable actions to protect, safeguard, and maintain the procurement process of the State of Illinois.

B. In order to comply with the provisions of Article 50 and to carry out the duty established therein, all bidders are to adhere to ethical standards
established for the procurement process, and to make such assurances, disclosures and certifications required by law. By execution of the
Proposal Signature Sheet, the bidder indicates that each of the mandated assurances has been read and understood, that each certification is
made and understood, and that each disclosure requirement has been understood and completed.

C. In addition to all other remedies provided by law, failure to comply with any assurance, failure to make any disclosure or the making of a false
certification shall be grounds for termination of the contract and the suspension or debarment of the bidder.

Il. ASSURANCES
A. The assurances hereinafter made by the bidder are each a material representation of fact upon which reliance is placed should the Department
enter into the contract with the bidder. The Department may terminate the contract if it is later determined that the bidder rendered a false or
erroneous assurance, and the surety providing the performance bond shall be responsible for the completion of the contract.
B. Eelons
1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:
Section 50-10. Felons. Unless otherwise provided, no person or business convicted of a felony shall do business with the State of Illinois or
any state agency from the date of conviction until 5 years after the date of completion of the sentence for that felony, unless no person held
responsible by a prosecutorial office for the facts upon which the conviction was based continues to have any involvement with the business.

2. The bidder assures the Department that the award and execution of the contract would not cause a violation of Section 50-10.

C. Conflicts of Interest

1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides in pertinent part:
Section 50-13. Conflicts of Interest.

(a) Prohibition. It is unlawful for any person holding an elective office in this State, holding a seat in the General Assembly, or appointed to or
employed in any of the offices or agencies of state government and who receives compensation for such employment in excess of 60% of the
salary of the Governor of the State of lllinois, or who is an officer or employee of the Capital Development Board or the lllinois Toll Highway
Authority, or who is the spouse or minor child of any such person to have or acquire any contract, or any direct pecuniary interest in any
contract therein, whether for stationery, printing, paper, or any services, materials, or supplies, that will be wholly or partially satisfied by the
payment of funds appropriated by the General Assembly of the State of lllinois or in any contract of the Capital Development Board or the
lllinois Toll Highway authority.

(b) Interests. It is unlawful for any firm, partnership, association or corporation, in which any person listed in subsection (a) is entitled to
receive (i) more than 7 1/2% of the total distributable income or (i) an amount in excess of the salary of the Governor, to have or acquire any
such contract or direct pecuniary interest therein.

(c) Combined interests. It is unlawful for any firm, partnership, association, or corporation, in which any person listed in subsection (a) together
with his or her spouse or minor children is entitled to receive (i) more than 15%, in the aggregate, of the total distributable income or (ii) an
amount in excess of 2 times the salary of the Governor, to have or acquire any such contract or direct pecuniary interest therein.

(d) Securities. Nothing in this Section invalidates the provisions of any bond or other security previously offered or to be offered for sale or
sold by or for the State of lllinois.

(e) Prior interests. This Section does not affect the validity of any contract made between the State and an officer or employee of the State or
member of the General Assembly, his or her spouse, minor child or any combination of those persons if that contract was in existence before
his or her election or employment as an officer, member, or employee. The contract is voidable, however, if it cannot be completed within 365
days after the officer, member, or employee takes office or is employed.

The current salary of the Governor is $150,700.00. Sixty percent of the salary is $90,420.00.
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2. The bidder assures the Department that the award and execution of the contract would not cause a violation of Section 50-13, or that an
effective exemption has been issued by the Board of Ethics to any individual subject to the Section 50-13 prohibitions pursuant to the

provisions of Section 50-20 of the Code and Executive Order Number 3 (1998). Information concerning the exemption process is available
from the Department upon request.

D. Negotiations
1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides in pertinent part:
Section 50-15. Negotiations.
(a) It is unlawful for any person employed in or on a continual contractual relationship with any of the offices or agencies of State government
to participate in contract negotiations on behalf of that office or agency with any firm, partnership, association, or corporation with whom that

person has a contract for future employment or is negotiating concerning possible future employment.

2. The bidder assures the Department that the award and execution of the contract would not cause a violation of Section 50-15, and that the
bidder has no knowledge of any facts relevant to the kinds of acts prohibited therein.

E. Inducements
1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:
Section 50-25. Inducement. Any person who offers or pays any money or other valuable thing to any person to induce him or her not to bid
for a State contract or as recompense for not having bid on a State contract is guilty of a Class 4 felony. Any person who accepts any money
or other valuable thing for not bidding for a State contract or who withholds a bid in consideration of the promise for the payment of money or
other valuable thing is guilty of a Class 4 felony.
2. The bidder assures the Department that the award and execution of the contract would not cause a violation of Section 50-25, and that the

bidder has no knowledge of any facts relevant to the kinds of acts prohibited therein.

F. Revolving Door Prohibition

1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:

Section 50-30. Revolving door prohibition. Chief procurement officers, associate procurement officers, State purchasing officers, their
designees whose principal duties are directly related to State procurement, and executive officers confirmed by the Senate are expressly
prohibited for a period of 2 years after terminating an affected position from engaging in any procurement activity relating to the State agency
most recently employing them in an affected position for a period of at least 6 months. The prohibition includes, but is not limited to: lobbying
the procurement process; specifying; bidding; proposing bid, proposal, or contract documents; on their own behalf or on behalf of any firm,
partnership, association, or corporation. This Section applies only to persons who terminate an affected position on or after January 15, 1999.

2. The bidder assures the Department that the award and execution of the contract would not cause a violation of Section 50-30, and that the
bidder has no knowledge of any facts relevant to the kinds of acts prohibited therein.

G. Reporting Anticompetitive Practices

1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:

Section 50-40. Reporting anticompetitive practices. When, for any reason, any vendor, bidder, contractor, chief procurement officer, State
purchasing officer, designee, elected official, or State employee suspects collusion or other anticompetitive practice among any bidders,
offerors, contractors, proposers, or employees of the State, a notice of the relevant facts shall be transmitted to the Attorney General and the
chief procurement officer.

2. The bidder assures the Department that it has not failed to report any relevant facts concerning the practices addressed in Section 50-40
which may involve the contract for which the bid is submitted.

H. Confidentiality
1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:

Section 50-45. Confidentiality. Any chief procurement officer, State purchasing officer, designee, or executive officer who willfully uses or
allows the use of specifications, competitive bid documents, proprietary competitive information, proposals, contracts, or selection information
to compromise the fairness or integrity of the procurement, bidding, or contract process shall be subject to immediate dismissal, regardless of
the Personnel code, any contract, or any collective bargaining agreement, and may in addition be subject to criminal prosecution.

2. The bidder assures the Department that it has no knowledge of any fact relevant to the practices addressed in Section 50-45 which may
involve the contract for which the bid is submitted.
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I. Insider Information

1. The lllinois Procurement Act provides:

Section 50-50. Insider information. It is unlawful for any current or former elected or appointed State official or State employee to knowingly
use confidential information available only by virtue of that office or employment for actual or anticipated gain for themselves or another
person.

2. The bidder assures the Department that it has no knowledge of any facts relevant to the practices addressed in Section 50-50 which may
involve the contract for which the bid is submitted.

Il. CERTIFICATIONS
A. The certifications hereinafter made by the bidder are each a material representation of fact upon which reliance is placed should the Department

enter into the contract with the bidder. The Department may terminate the contract if it is later determined that the bidder rendered a false or
erroneous certification, and the surety providing the performance bond shall be responsible for completion of the contract.

B. Bribery
1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:
Section 50-5. Bribery.
(a) Prohibition. No person or business shall be awarded a contract or subcontract under this Code who:

(1) has been convicted under the laws of lllinois or any other state of bribery or attempting to bribe an officer or employee of the State of
lllinois or any other state in that officer’'s or employee’s official capacity; or

(2) has made an admission of guilt of that conduct that is a matter of record but has not been prosecuted for that conduct.

(b) Businesses. No business shall be barred from contracting with any unit of State or local government as a result of a conviction under this
Section of any employee or agent of the business if the employee or agent is no longer employed by the business and:

(1) the business has been finally adjudicated not guilty; or
(2) the business demonstrates to the governmental entity with which it seeks to contract, and that entity finds that the commission of the
offense was not authorized, requested, commanded, or performed by a director, officer, or high managerial agent on behalf of the
business as provided in paragraph (2) of subsection (a) of Section 5-4 of the Criminal Code of 1961.
(c) Conduct on behalf of business. For purposes of this Section, when an official, agent, or employee of a business committed the bribery or
attempted bribery on behalf of the business and in accordance with the direction or authorization of a responsible official of the business, the
business shall be chargeable with the conduct.
(d) Certification. Every bid submitted to and contract executed by the State shall contain a certification by the contractor that the contractor is
not barred from being awarded a contract or subcontract under this Section. A contractor who makes a false statement, material to the
certification, commits a Class 3 felony.
2. The bidder certifies that it is not barred from being awarded a contract under Section 50.5.
C. Educational Loan
1. Section 3 of the Educational Loan Default Act provides:
§ 3. No State agency shall contract with an individual for goods or services if that individual is in default, as defined in Section 2 of this Act, on
an educational loan. Any contract used by any State agency shall include a statement certifying that the individual is not in default on an

educational loan as provided in this Section.

2. The bidder, if an individual as opposed to a corporation, partnership or other form of business organization, certifies that the bidder is not in
default on an educational loan as provided in Section 3 of the Act.

D. Bid-Rigging/Bid Rotating

1. Section 33E-11 of the Criminal Code of 1961 provides:

§ 33E-11. (a) Every bid submitted to and public contract executed pursuant to such bid by the State or a unit of local government shall contain
a certification by the prime contractor that the prime contractor is not barred from contracting with any unit of State or local government as a
result of a violation of either Section 33E-3 or 33E-4 of this Article. The State and units of local government shall provide the appropriate
forms for such certification.
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(b) A contractor who makes a false statement, material to the certification, commits a Class 3 felony.

A violation of Section 33E-3 would be represented by a conviction of the crime of bid-rigging which, in addition to Class 3 felony sentencing,
provides that any person convicted of this offense or any similar offense of any state or the United States which contains the same elements
as this offense shall be barred for 5 years from the date of conviction from contracting with any unit of State or local government. No
corporation shall be barred from contracting with any unit of State or local government as a result of a conviction under this Section of any
employee or agent of such corporation if the employee so convicted is no longer employed by the corporation and: (1) it has been finally
adjudicated not guilty or (2) if it demonstrates to the governmental entity with which it seeks to contract and that entity finds that the
commission of the offense was neither authorized, requested, commanded, nor performed by a director, officer or a high managerial agent in
behalf of the corporation.

A violation of Section 33E-4 would be represented by a conviction of the crime of bid-rotating which, in addition to Class 2 felony sentencing,
provides that any person convicted of this offense or any similar offense of any state or the United States which contains the same elements
as this offense shall be permanently barred from contracting with any unit of State or local government. No corporation shall be barred from
contracting with any unit of State or local government as a result of a conviction under this Section of any employee or agent of such
corporation if the employee so convicted is no longer employed by the corporation and: (1) it has been finally adjudicated not guilty or (2) if it
demonstrates to the governmental entity with which it seeks to contract and that entity finds that the commission of the offense was neither
authorized, requested, commanded, nor performed by a director, officer or a high managerial agent in behalf of the corporation.

2. The bidder certifies that it is not barred from contracting with the Department by reason of a violation of either Section 33E-3 or Section
33E-4.

E. International Anti-Boycott

1. Section 5 of the International Anti-Boycott Certification Act provides:

§ 5. State contracts. Every contract entered into by the State of lllinois for the manufacture, furnishing, or purchasing of supplies, material, or
equipment or for the furnishing of work, labor, or services, in an amount exceeding the threshold for small purchases according to the

(d) Notifying the Department within ten (10) days after receiving notice from an employee or otherwise receiving actual notice of the conviction
of an employee for a violation of any criminal drug statute occurring in the workplace.

(e) Imposing or requiring, within 30 days after receiving notice from an employee of a conviction or actual notice of such a conviction, an
appropriate personnel action, up to and including termination, or the satisfactory participation in a drug abuse assistance or rehabilitation
program approved by a federal, state or local health, law enforcement or other appropriate agency.

(f) Assisting employees in selecting a course of action in the event drug counseling, treatment, and rehabilitation is required and indicating that
a trained referral team is in place.

(g9) Making a good faith effort to continue to maintain a drug free workplace through implementation of the actions and efforts stated in this
certification.



G. Debt Delinquency
1. The lllinois Procurement Code provides:

Section 50-11 and 50-12. Debt Delinquency.

The contractor or bidder certifies that it, or any affiliate, is not barred from being awarded a contract under 30 ILCS 500. Section 50-

and in case of conflict with any part, or parts, of said Specifications, the said Special
Provisions shall take precedence and shall govern.

DESCRIPTION OF WORK

The work on this project shall consist of harvesting the existing brick pavement and
removing the remainder of the pavement structure and curbing full-depth, and replacing
with combination concrete curb and guiter TB6.18, geotechnical fabric for ground
stabilization, 4.0” of subbase granular material, 8.0” of PCC base course, bituminous
mastic bedding, and a brick wearing surface utilizing existing brick pavers.

It is the Contractor’s responsibility to ensure that all residents have access to their homes
at all times. The Contractor shall not park his vehicles or equipment along the open
section of street. These sections shall be left open in order to allow residents to park as
close to their homes as possible.

HOUSEKEEPING

The jobsite shall be maintained with a neat and orderly appearance. The Contractor is to
keep adjacent sidewalks clean from construction debris by sweeping or power washing
on an as needed basis or as determined by the Resident Engineer.

SAW CUTS

Saw cuts shall be made in the existing pavement, concrete curb, and sidewalks as
designated by the plans or as directed by the Resident Engineer in order to obtain a
straight, smooth and uniform joint for matching proposed improvements. The cuts shall
be FULL-DEPTH.

All
excavation necessary to complete the water main and storm sewer work is included in the
water main construction or storm sewer construction and is not included in this pay item.

All topsoil required behind the curb shall be included under the SEEDING special
provision, and shall not be included under this pay item.

All labor, equipment, and material necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at
the contract unit price bid per LUMP SUM for EARTH EXCAVATION AND
EMBANKMENT and no additional compensation will be allowed.

This work shall be in accordance with Section 208 of the Standard Specifications, and
these Special Provisions.

Quantities for payment shall be based on Table 1 (Standard Drawing No. 2) of the
“Standard Specifications for Water and Sewer Main Construction in Illinois.”

This pay item shall also include the disposal of the surplus excavated material which is
replaced by trench backfill. All excavation necessary to complete the water main and
storm sewer work is included in the water main construction or storm sewer construction

and is not included in this pay item.

All trench backfill shall be compacted by WATER JETTING ONLY. No other
compaction methods will be allowed.

All labor, equipment, and material necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at
the contract unit price bid per CUBIC YARD for TRENCH BACKFILL and no

additional compensation will be allowed.

GEOTECHNICAL FABRIC FOR GROUND STABILIZATION

This work shall be in accordance with Section 210 of the Standard Specifications, and
these Special Provisions.

Trucks will not be permitted to travel on the fabric. Aggregate shall be placed on the
fabric by dumping of the truck and then bladed onto the fabric.

All labor, equipment, and material necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at

the contract unit price bid per SQUARE YARD for GEOTECHNICAL FABRIC FOR
GROUND STABILIZATION and no additional compensation will be allowed.

SUB-BASE GRANULAR MATERIAL, TYPE B, 4 INCH

This work shall be completed in accordance with the applicable portions of Section 311
of the Standard Specifications, and these Special Provisions.

In addition to the materials specified under Article 1004.04 of the Standard
Specifications, crushed concrete meeting the IDOT CA 6 gradation is acceptable for use
under this pay item.

The following revisions to Article 1004.04 of the Standard Specifications shall apply:
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Revise the maximum allowable percentage of weighted average loss when the
material is subjected to 5 cycles of sodium sulfate soundness test from 25%, as
shown under the Class I of the Quality Chart in Article 1004.01(b) of the
Standard Specifications, to 40%; and

Revise the maximum allowable percentage of wear as determined by the Los
Angeles Abrasion Method from 45%, as shown under Class D of the Quality
Chart in Article 1004.01(b) of the Standard Specifications, to 65%; and

The sum of the percentages of weighted average loss when the material is
subjected to 5 cycles of the sodium sulfate soundness test and the percentage of
wear as determined by the Los Angeles Abrasion Method shall not exceed 95%.

This pay item shall include No. 6 epoxy-coated tie bars 24” long at 24” centers down the
centerline of Broad Street, and also at 24” centers at the construction joint between the
gutter and base course. This rebar will not be paid for separately but shall be included m
the unit bid price for PCC base course.

The Contractor will be responsible for sawcutting a centerline joint in the proposed PCC
base course in the case that a centerline joint is not present after construction. The
Contractor will also be responsible for sawcutting transverse contraction joints in the
proposed PCC base course at 15° intervals to line up with the joints i the curb in
accordance with Standard BLR 10, Type C, sawed transverse joint. These joints shall not
be sealed. At Stage breaks in construction, the Contractor will be responsible for
following Standard BLR 10 for transverse construction joints, and this will be included in
the unit bid price for PCC base course.

PORTLAND CEMENT CONCRETE SIDEWALK, 4 INCH

This work shall be in accordance with the applicable portions of Section 424 of the
Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction, and these Special Provisions.

Expansion material shall be used when the proposed sidewalk abuts existing or proposed
concrete driveways or curb. THIS INCLUDES PLACING FULL-DEPTH EXPANSION
MATERIAL AT THE JOINT BETWEEN THE PROPOSED SIDEWALK AND
EXISTING CURB WALL. After consiruction of the sidewalk and curb is complete, the
top 3/8" of the joint shall be cleaned of debris and expansion material then filled with a
polyurethane sealant for exterior use that meets or exceeds requirements of ASTM C 920,

Type S Grade P Class 25.
- All labor, eqﬁipment, and material necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at

the contract unit price bid per SQUARE FOOT for PORTLAND CEMENT CONCRETE
SIDEWALK 4 INCH and no additional compensation will be allowed.

PORTLAND CEMENT CONCRETE SIDEWALK, 8 INCH SPECIAL

This work shall be in accordance with the applicable portions of Section 424 of the
Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction, and these Special Provisions.

The nominal proposed sidewalk thickness is eight (8) inch. However, due to variable
depth of sidewalk to be removed under this project, any removal or additional subgrade
material needed to raise or lower the proposed grade and line to the eight (8) inch
sidewalk depth shall be included in this pay item.

Expansion material shall be used when the proposed sidewalk abuts existing or proposed
concrete driveways or curb. After construction of the sidewalk and curb is complete, the
top 3/8” of the joint shall be cleaned of debris and expansion material then filled with a
polyurethane sealant for exterior use that meets or exceeds requirements of ASTM C 920,

Type S Grade P Class 25.
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Note areas of proposed PCC SIDEWALK 8 INCH SPECIAL include ADA ramps for the
disabled, following Highway Standard 424001 and in accordance with Article 424.09 of
the Standard Specifications. Areas of eight (8) inch sidewalk are adjacent to curb radii
and shall include the red truncated dome area as laid out in Standard 424001.

The Contractor shall install an inserted ARMOR TILEy or equivalent, colored red,
which meets the requirements of Standard 424001 and Art. 424.09 for the dimensions of
the insert and the dimensions of the truncated domes. The insert, with detectable warning
domes, and all labor required for installation of the insert, shall not be paid for under this
pay item, but shall be included in the contract unit price bid per SQUARE FOOT for
DETECTABLE WARNINGS, and no additional compensation will be allowed.

All labor, equipment, and material necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at

the contract unit price bid per SQUARE FOOT for PORTLAND CEMENT CONCRETE
SIDEWAILK 8 INCH SPECIAL and no additional compensation will be allowed.

BRICK SIDEWALK REMOVAL

This work shall be in accordance with the applicable portions of Section 440 of the
Standard Specifications, and these Special Provisions.

This work shall include removal of the existing brick sidewalk and the 1” nominal sand
layer beneath. All bricks shall be salvaged, cleaned and stored properly at the jobsite or a
designated location. The Contractor shall have full responsibility for the bricks, and any
bricks lost or broken shall be replaced by the Contractor at his/her expense. This item
shall also include removal of existing brick sidewalks extending through driveways.

All labor, equipment, and material necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at

the contract unit price bid per SQUARE FOOT for BRICK SIDEWALK REMOVAL and
no additional compensation will be allowed.

BRICK SIDEWALK

This work shall be in accordance with the applicable portions of Section 424 of the
Standard Specifications, and these Special Provisions.

This work shall include the grading of the existing subgrade, the placement of a 17
uncompacted sand cushion, and the replacement of the brick surface using the salvaged
bricks. A sand filler of Gradation FA-9 shall be broomed into the joints after the
sidewalk is complete. The sidewalk shall then be wet down, and an additional coating of
sand shall be broomed into the joints.

Brick sidewalk replacement extending through driveways shall be paid for per SQUARE
YARD for BRICK DRIVEWAY PAVEMENT.
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All labor, equipment, and material necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at
the contract unit price bid per SQUARE FOOT for BRICK SIDEWALK and no

additional compensation will be allowed.

BRICK DRIVEWAY REMOVAL

This work shall be in accordance with the applicable portions of Section 424 of the
Standard Specifications, these Special Provisions, and LRS 14.

This work shall include removal of the existing brick driveway, including the brick
surface and the 1” nominal sand layer beneath. All bricks shall be salvaged, cleaned and
stored properly at the jobsite or a designated location. The Contractor shall have full
responsibility for the bricks, and any bricks lost or broken shall be replaced by the
Contractor at his/her expense. NO BRICKS SHALL BE DISPOSED OF UNLESS
APPROVED BY THE RESIDENT ENGINEER.

Driveway brick pavers are of a different size and material than street pavers. It is vital
that extra care and caution are taken when removing the bricks from these driveways in
order to preserve as many bricks as possible to use for brick driveway replacement on
this project. Bricks removed from existing brick driveways which will be put back in
concrete shall be used to reconstruct other existing brick driveways being reconstructed
in brick. Cost for moving the bricks to another driveway location shall be included in the
contract unit price bid for brick driveway removal.

All labor, equipment, and material necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at

the contract unit price bid per SQUARE YARD for BRICK DRIVEWAY REMOVAL
and no additional compensation will be allowed.

BRICK DRIVEWAY PAVEMENT

This work shall be in accordance with the applicable portions of Section 424 of the
Standard Specifications, and these Special Provisions.

This work shall include the grading of the existing subgrade, placement of a 6” PCC base
course, placement of a 1” uncompacted sand cushion, and the replacement of the brick
surface using the salvaged DRIVEWAY bricks. A sand filler of Gradation FA-9 shall be
broomed into the joints after the driveway is complete. The driveway shall then be wet
down, and an additional coating of sand shall be broomed into the joints.

Included under this pay item will be the placement of a metal angle bar on either side of
the brick driveway running from the sidewalk to the curb, in order to hold the bricks in
place. The type of metal angle must be approved by the Resident Engineer prior to
construction. All labor and materials required to complete this work shall not be paid for
separately but shall be included in the unit bid price for this pay item.
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Brick sidewalk replacement extending through driveways shall be paid for per SQUARE
YARD for BRICK DRIVEWAY PAVEMENT.

All labor, equipment, and material necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at
the contract unit price bid per SQUARE YARD for BRICK DRIVEWAY PAVEMENT

and no additional compensation will be allowed.

PAVEMENT REMOVAL

- This work shall be in accordance with the applicable portions of Section 440 of the

Standard Specifications, and these Special Provisions.

This work includes the full-depth removal of the existing non-brick pavement for water
main and storm sewer construction. This existing pavement consists of an asphalt surface
between 2-3”, a 3" brick course, a 1” nominal sand layer, and a vanable PCC base,
typically 4-5”. This pavement shall be sawcut full depth for removal and replacement

PUIposes.

All labor, equipment, and material necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at
the contract unit price bid per SQUARE YARD for PAVEMENT REMOVAL and no

additional compensation will be allowed.

SIDEWALK REMOVAL

This work shall be in accordance with the applicable portions of Section 440 of the
Standard Specifications, and these Special Provisions.

This work includes the full-depth removal of PCC sidewalk. All sidewalk shall be

“sawcut at the marked remova) locations to ensure the adjacent sidewalk or curb wall to

remain is not disturbed. Any sidewalk or curb wall disturbed past the marked removal
location shall be removed and replaced by the Coniractor at his own expense.

At Station 14460 1T, there are two hitching posts located in the existing service
walk butiting the curb. During the sidewalk removal process. extra precautions
must be taken by the Contractor to preserve these hitching posts so they can be
replaced in the same sidewalk after the curb is installed. The cost of the careful
removal of the hitching posts, as well as the cost to reinstall them in the proposed
service walk, shall be included in the cost for sidewalk removal,

At Station 27+20 LT, there is a metal handrail located in the service walk. The
Contractor must remove and replace this handrail with one of similar properties
during construction. The cost of the handrail and all labor to remove and replace it
shall be included in the cost for sidewalk removal.
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A majority of the sidewalk to be removed and replaced on this project has an existing
curb wall abutting the sidewalk at the ROW line. The Contractor is not to disturb this
curb wall during his removal operation. If necessary, the Contractor shall sawcut the
joint between the sidewalk and the curb wall. If any curb wall is disturbed on this
project, it is the Contractor’s responsibility to remove and replace it at his expense. No
additional compensation will be allowed.

All labor, equipment, and material necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at

the contract unit price bid per SQUARE FOOT for SIDEWALK REMOVAL and no

additional compensation will be allowed.

PAVEMENT REMOVAL SPECIAL

This work shall be in accordance with the applicable portions of Section 440 of the
Standard Specifications.

This work includes the careful removal of the existing brick pavement. This consists of
removal of the existing brick wearing surface, nominal 1 sand cushion layer, and the
nominal 5” PCC base course. The brick wearing surface shall be removed separately
from the base course. The bricks shall then be hauled separately to an off-site
location for cleaning and palletizing. The Contractor shall properly dispose of waste
materials produced by the cleaning process.

Bricks to be re-laid on this project may be stored at the job site provided proper security
and traffic protection measures are taken. All bricks shall be temporarily palletized and
shrink-wrapped, using standard-sized durable pallets (fo be furnished by the Contractor.)
Pallets shall not be stacked over three pallets high nor should there be more than eight
layers of bricks per pallet, nor shall the total weight of the bricks exceed the pallet
manufacturer’s weight limits. Bricks to be re-laid may also be stored off-site at a location
provided by the Contractor. Regardless of the storage location, the Contractor shall be
responsible for any brick broken due to carelessness or lost due to theft. These bricks
shall be replaced by the Contractor at his/her expense. Upon return to the jobsite, the
bricks will be inspected, and all uncleaned or broken brick shall not be used.

No full, partial, or broken brick are to be disposed of unless approved by the
Resident Engineer.

This work shall be paid for at the contract unit price per SQUARE YARD for
PAVEMENT REMOVAL SPECIAL, which shall include salvaging, cleaning, and
palletizing the existing bricks. No additional compensation will be allowed.

COMBINATION CURB AND GUTTER REMOVAL

This work shall be in accordance with the applicable portions of Section 440 of the
Standard Specifications and these Special Provisions.
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This pay item shall be for the complete removal of the curb and gutter. The existing
cross-section of curb is typically 2.5’ wide from back-of-curb to face-of-gutter. All
service walks located behind the curb will have at least the first section removed as part
of the project in order to be able to construct the proposed curb. These service walks will
be paid for separately as PCC SIDEWALK REMOVAL.

All labor, equipment, and material necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at

the contract unit price bid per FOOT for COMBINATION CURB AND GUTTER
REMOVAL and no additional compensation will be allowed.

HOT MIX ASPHALT SURFACE COURSE, MIX “D”, N50

This work shall be done in accordance with Section 406 of the Standard Specifications
for Road and Bridge Construction, and these Special Provisions.

The Contractor shall be responsible for cutting cores for the Local Agency’s Quality
Assurance testing.

All labor, equipment and material necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at the
contract umit price bid per TON for HOT MIX ASPHALT SURFACE COURSE MIX
“D” N50 and no additional compensation will be allowed.

BITUMINOUS MATERIALS (PRIME COAT)

This work shall be done in accordance with Article 406.06 (b) and Article 406.07 (b) 1n
the Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction, and these Special
Provisions.

RC-70 shall be used as the bituminous material. Bitwminous material shall be applied at
arate of 0.08 gallons per square yard. A fog coat of bituminous prime applied at a rate of
0.03 gallons per square yard will also be required between lifts should the bottom Iift
become dusty or dirty.

All labor, equipment, and material necessary to complete this work shall not be paid for
separately but shall be included in the unit bid price per TON for LEVELING BINDER
MACHINE METHOD N50 and no additional compensation will be allowed.

HOT MIX ASPHALT SURFACE REMOVAL, VARIABLE DEPTH

This work shall be done in accordance with the applicable portions of Section 440 of the
Standard Specifications for Road and Bridge Construction, and these Special Provisions.
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This work shall include the removal of a nominal 2.5 of bituminous surfaces located at
Sta. 35+35-35+98 on Broad Street, and a 5° wide strip of surface at Losey St., Osage St.,
Selden St., and both east and west on Mary St. '

Areas at the intersection of Losey Street and Fremont Street, where water main or storm
sewer are being extended past the limits of construction and the area is covered under the
pay item PAVEMENT REMOVAL shall not be included for the limits of HMA
SURFACE REMOVAL, VARTABLE DEPTH.

The pavement will be milled to the nominal 2.5” depth without disturbing the existing
base course(s). Any disturbance of the existing base course(s) will be the responsibility
of the Contractor and shall be repaired at his/her expense.

All labor, equipment, and material necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at the

contract unit price bid per SQUARE YARD for HMA SURFACE REMOVAL,
VARIABLE DEPTH and no additional compensation will be allowed.

DETECTOR LOOP TYPE [

This work shall be done in accordance with Article 886 in the Standard Specifications for
Road and Bridge Construction. This work shall consist of replacing existing traffic
detector loops that will be removed due to resurfacing operations. The proposed loop
shall be placed as shown on the plans. The loops shall be placed in the binder course
before the final bituminous concrete surface course is placed. '

It shall be the Contractor’s responsibility to run the loop through the curb to the controller
box. Conduit shall be installed in the proposed curb coinciding with the existing conduit
running through the terrace. The proposed detector loop shall be fed through this
proposed conduit and then through the existing conduit the enfire length fo the coniroller
box where is shall be connected by the Contractor. The installation of the conduit
through the curb, the wire running from the curb to the controller box, and the connection
at the controller box shall be the responsibility of the Contractor and shall not be paid for
separately but shall be included in the contract unit price bid per FOOT for DETECTOR

LOOP TYPE L
All labor, equipment, and material necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at the

confract unit price bid per FOOT for DETECTOR LOOP TYPE I and no additional
compensation shall be allowed.

FRAMES AND LIDS TO BE ADJUSTED SPECIAL

This work shall be done in accordance with the applicable portions of Section 602 and
603 of the Standard Specifications, the detail shown in the plans, and these Special
Provisions.
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This work shall include adjustments to manholes located in the proposed brick pavement.
These utility adjustments shall be made prior to the brick wearing surface being placed
but after the PCC base course has been placed.” The adjustments shall be made according
to the detail provided on the DETAILS sheet given in the plans. The No. 6 tie bars
shown in this detail shall be included in the unit bid price for this pay item.

BRICK SHALL BE LAID UP TO THE CASTING. The proposed PCC boxout shall be
in the PCC base course and shall be left down 3.50” in order for the brick wearing surface
to be placed. No concrete collar or border will be allowed on the surface.

There are two historic frame and lid covers currently in place on Broad Street. These
frame and lids shall be reused and relocated to other structures in the project area as
directed by the Resident Engineer. Other utility castings to be replaced by the Galesburg
Sanitary District are listed in the SCHEDULE OF QUANTITIES given in the plans. The
Contractor shall coordinate adjustment activities with the Resident Engineer to ensure the
owner adequate time to replace undesirable frame and lids. The Galesburg Sanitary
District will provide the frame and lids to be replaced at no cost {o the Contractor.

Private utility companies will be responsible for adjusting their frames and lids during
construction. These adjustments must be coordinated between the Contractor and the
respective utility company, and will not be paid for under this contract.

All labor, equipment, and material necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at

the contract unit price bid per EACH for FRAME AND LIDS TO BE ADJUSTED
SPECIAL and no additional compensation will be allowed.

COMBINATION CONCRETE CURB & GUTTER. TB 6.18

This work shall be in accordance with the applicable portions of Section 606 of the
Standard Specifications, IDOT Standard 606001, and these Special Provisions.

The Contractor shall provide the required expansion material, epoxy-coated No. 6 tie
bars, and follow all proper placement techniques as specified in the Standard
Specifications. The cost of the No. 6 bars are included in the unit bid price for PCC

BASE COURSE, 8”.

After construction of the curb and driveway is complete, the top 3/8” of the joint between
the driveway and curb shall be cleaned of debris and expansion material then filled with a
polyurethane sealant for exterior use that meets or exceeds requirements of ASTM C 920,

Type S Grade P, Class 25.

All labor, equipment, and material necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at
the contract unit price bid per FOOT for COMBINATION CONCRETE CURB &

GUTTER, TB6.18 and no additional compensation will be allowed.
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BRICK WEARING SURFACE

The work under this pay item shall consist of placing prime on the new concrete base,
placing a bituminous mastic cushion, placing the brick pavers on top of the mastic
cushion, and filling all joints with a sand-cement mixture. Note the width of the brick
pavement is increasing by one foot, from 33.0° to 34.0°.

The Contractor shall re-use the cleaned and palletized brick pavers salvaged from the
street first. Any additional pavers needed shall come from either the City’s storage
location, located at Gunther’s asphalt plant, off of Lincoln Street on the southeast corner
of the I-74/US 34 interchange, or from another City project taking place on Second Street
from Chambers Street to Pearl Street during the beginning of this project. It shall be the
Contractor’s responsibility fo coordinate the locating and transporting of these brick
pavers from either location to the jobsite when necessary. The Contracior must inform
the Resident Engineer of this activity, and allow him/her to be present to inspect and
approve the bricks prior to transport. No bricks shall be removed from the storage yard
without the Resident Engineer’s approval. Bricks transported from the other City project
on Second Street will be transported by Others at no cost to the Contractor. Bricks
transported from the City storage yard shall be the Contractor's responsibility to transport
to the jobsite. It is estimated that there will be sufficient bricks on the Second Street
project to supplement the missing and/or broken bricks on Broad Street. Therefore, the
Second Street bricks shall be used first. However, if the number of bricks is insufficient
from the Second St. project, then the balance of bricks needed shall be taken from the

City Storage area.

The bricks to be used from the City’s storage yard may need to be stacked and palletized
" in order to be transported. The Contractor will be responsible for supplying any
additional pallets needed, re-palletizing these brick, stacking and palletizing any
additional brick that are currently located in piles, and transporting the brick to the
jobsite. This work shall not be paid for separately, but shall be included in the unit bid

price for this pay item.

Bituminous Mastic

The Bituminous mastic shall consist of a mixture of Asphalt Cement complying with
Section 1009 and Fine Aggregate complying with Section 1003. The AC used shall be
SC-250 and the fine aggregate used shall be a 50/50 blend of FA20 and FAl. The
ingredients shall be combined in such proportions as to produce a mixture conforming to
the following composition limits by weight:

Fine Aggregate 93%-95%
Bitumen 5% - 7%

Prime for the concrete base shall be MC-30 Grade asphalt. Apply primer at a rate of 0.08
gal/SY to concrete base immediately before placing mastic material.
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Mastic material shall be plant mixed. Place mastic material to approximately 1.0”
uncompacted thickness. The mastic material shall be screeded to the specified 1.0”
thickness by means of a straightedge with screws set at 1.0” (or other approved methods)
to ensure that the correct amount of mastic cushion is being placed. Once the mastic has
been screeded, add fresh bituminous material to low spots after each pass of the striking
board. A minimum of two (2) passes with the strike-off will be required. The screws and
screed may need to be adjusted during construction to allow for accurate setting of the
brick pavers to the proposed finish grade. The Resident Engineer shall approve all
adjustments to the thickness of the mastic.

After the mastic has been placed and screeded, it is not to be compacted, walked
upon, or otherwise disturbed except by the bricks being placed. If walked upon or
compacted in any way, the Contractor will be required to remove and relay mastic at no
additional compensation. The Contractor shall limit the placement of mastic material to
the current day’s rate of placing the brick wearing surface, allowing no more than three
(3) feet of mastic beyond the working edge of the brick. Mastic material left uncovered
overnight shall be reworked and rescreeded the next day.

Brick Paver Installation

In delivering bricks from the pallets for placement in the street, no wheeling in barrows
will be allowed on the brick surface. Bricks shall not be dumped into piles. All bricks
when laid shall be clean and kept clean and entirely free from dirt or other foreign matter
until the pavement is complete. All the brick-laying work shall be done over the brick
already laid. The disturbing of any exposed mastic cushion is prohibited.

The bricks shall be laid by hand with the best face up in straight courses (at right angles
to the curbs) from curb to curb in a running bond pattem with a uniform top surface. The
brick abutting the curb shall be placed parallel to the curb line. Each alternative course is
started with a half brick. The brick are laid so that they are “hand-tight.”

Except when encountering a utility, a maximum of two partial bricks shall be used in any
one course of brick. Partial brick shall be machine-sawed and may not be less than three
(3) inches in length. Gaps narrower than three (3) inches at the end of a course shall
‘result in the last two bricks being cut to fit. The fractured or cut ends of partial bricks
shall be laid towards the center of the pavement. Broken and chipped brick suitable for
partial bricks shall be used so far as practical in obtaining the necessary partial brick
instead of breaking otherwise whole and sound brick.

All joints in adjacent courses or rows shall be staggered by at least three (3) inches unless
directed by the Resident Engineer. After every fourth course of brick has been laid, the
courses shall be straightened (racked) by tapping with a rubber sledge on a 4” x 4” timber
at least three (3) feet in length.
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A taut string line shall be used when laying the brick to establish line and grade. The
crown, grade, and slope shall frequently be checked with a ten (10) foot straightedge with
no greater variation in the surface than one quarter (1/4) inch. Any low or high spots
shall require corrective realignment (corrected by removing the brick(s) and removing or
adding bedding material). Mechanical force, driving, and ramming shall not be used to
straighten rows.

Any chips or spalls shall be swept from the surface to prevent them from entering the
joints between the bricks. Prior to filling the joints, the surface shall be inspected and all
defective brick removed and replaced with acceptable brick.

Brick Joint Filler
After the bricks have been placed, a 4 to 1 sand-cement mixture shall be broomed into the

gaps or joints between the bricks. The sand shall meet an FA 9 gradation as specified in
the Standard Specifications.

Rolling
After the joints have been filled with the sand-cement mixture, the bricks shall be rolled

with a power-driven tandem roller weighing not less than two (2) nor more than five (5)
tons. Rolling shall be done longitudinally and at a SLOW pace. Rolling shall start at the
curb and proceed toward the centerline and shall not progress more than one (1) foot
transversely at each longitudinal roll. The roller is then taken to the opposite side of the
street and the operation repeated. After the first rolling, the surface shall be inspected
and all broken, spalled, chipped, loose, or otherwise damaged brick during the rolling
operation shall be removed and replaced. After inspection, the joints shall have another
application of a 4 to 1 sand-cement mixture broomed into the gaps or jomis between the
bricks. The bricks shall again be rolled, this time diagonally across the pavement, first in
one direction and then in the other. A final rolling paralle] to the curb may be required
but in no case shall the rolling be continued longer than is necessary to bed the brick
firmly and create a smooth surface. Once this rolling has been completed, light
construction equipment such as a backhoe or skid steer loader may be driven carefully on
the new brick wearing surface.

Portions of the pavement not accessible to the power-driven tandem roller shall be
tamped with a plate compactor. The plate compactor shall have a plate size of about 2
feet by 2 feet and a centrifugal force of 3,000 to 5,000 pounds.

The surface shall be checked after rolling and any variation of one-quarter (1/4) inch in
ten (10) feet shall result in removal of the brick in the area of variance and re-laid until
the surface is within the allowable tolerance.

At the completion of the day, all areas of brick paver installation shall be rolled except
six (6) feet from the working edge.
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After each stage of the brick-wearing surface has been completed, one additional
application of the sand-cement mixture will be required to the entire completed pavement
surface for that stage, and the surface wet down and allowed to dry.

After the entire brick-wearing surface has been completed for all stages, two additional
applications of the sand-cement mixture will be required to the entire pavement surface.
After each application, the entire pavement will be wet down and allowed to dry before
the next application of the sand-cement mixture is applied. There shall temporanly be no
parking on both sides of the street while the last two applications of the sand-cement
mixture is taking place. Therefore there will be a total of five (5) applications of joint
filler before the brick wearing surface is complete.

The Contractor shall be limited in allowing heavy equipment on the newly constructed
brick paver surface. Materials stockpiled on the pavement shall be set on %’ thick

plywood.

All the above described work including but not limited to the transporting of the brick
pavers, MC-30 prime, bituminous mastic, sand-cement joint filler, and placing and
rolling the brick wearing surface shall be paid for at the contract unit price per SQUARE
YARD for BRICK. WEARING SURFACE. No additional compensation will be allowed.

CONCRETE HEADER

This work shall be done in accordance with the plan details. The concrete header shall be
placed full width across the street from face of gutter to face of gutter and shall be poured
monolithically with the PCC base course 8.” The concrete header shall have horizontal
No. 4 epoxy coated reinforcement bars placed across the entire width of the street. Each
header will vary in length depending on location. See the details given on the DETAILS
sheet of the plans.

All labor, equipment, and material, including reinforcement bars, necessary to complete
this work shall be paid for at the contract unit price bid per EACH for CONCRETE
HEADER and no additional compensation will be allowed.

STORM SEWER CLLASS B, TYPE 1, 12”

This work shall be in accordance with the applicable portions of Section 350 of the
Standard Specifications, and these Special Provisions. The pipe used shall be
POLYVINYL CHLORIDE as listed in Article 1040.03(a) of the Standard Specifications.

This pay item shall include the removal of aﬁy existing laterals in order to place the
proposed PVC storm sewer. These removals shall include, but are not limmited to, the
laterals at Osage Street and Selden Street. This removal shall be included in the unit bid

price for this pay item.

All earth excavation required for installation of the storm sewer shall not be paid
for separately, but shall be considered as inciuded in the contract unit price bid for
the storm sewer of the type and size specified.

Concrete collars will be required to connect existing storm sewer to a proposed nlet or
manhole, and to connect proposed storm sewer to an existing manhole or existing storm
sewer. These connections shall be to the satisfaction of the engineer, and shall be

mcluded in the unit bid price for this pay item.

All labor, equipment, and material necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at
the contract unit price bid per FOOT for STORM SEWER CLASS B, TYPE I, 12” and
no additional compensation will be allowed.

STORM SEWER CLASS B, TYPE I, 18”

This work shall be in accordance with the applicable portions of Section 550 of the
Standard Specifications, and these Special Provisions. The pipe used shall be
POLYVINYL CHLORIDE as listed in Article 1040.03(a) of the Standard Specifications.

Concrete collars will be required to connect existing storm sewer to a proposed mlet or
manhole, and to cormect proposed storm sewer to an existing manhole or existing storm
sewer.

All labor, equipment and material necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at

This flat top will
not be paid for separately but shall be included in the unit bid price for these pay items.

All labor, equipment, and material necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at
the contract unit price bid per EACH for MANHOLE TYPE A 4° DIAMETER TYPE 1

This work includes the placement of Type G-1 inlets in the locations as shown on the

plans. These inlets will be boxed and poured as shown on the DETAILS sheet in the
plans. Bricks will be placed directly up to the casting and cut to fif.
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All labor, equipment, and material necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at
the contract unit price bid per EACH for INLETS TYPE G-1 and no additional

compensation will be allowed.

P.V.C. WATER MAIN, 6" & 8"

This work shall be in accordance with the applicable portions of Section 561 of the
Standard Specifications, the guidelines given in the “Standard Specifications for Water
and Sewer Construction in Illinois™, and these Special Provisions.

This work includes installation of the proposed 6™ and 8” PVC water mains. This work
will be completed in stages as shown in the STAGING section of these Special
Provisions, and must follow the sequence laid out on the GENERAL NOTES page in the

water main plans. .

The Contractor shall furnish, excavate, and install the water main pipe as shown on the
PLANS and described in the SPECIFICATIONS. This pipe shall conform to AWWA
C900 standards with a DR rating of 18 or less.

All joints shall be flexible elastomeric-gasket couplings complying with ASTM F477,
and pressure rated in accordance with ASTM D3139.

These pay items shall include field locating the existing water main and other utilities.

All Bends of 11% degrees or greater, tees and plugs shall be provided with concrete
thrust blocks as shown on the PLANS or with restrained joints of a type approved by the
OWNER.

The Contractor shall furnish and install a #12 THHN, solid and insulated, tracer wire
from valve box to valve box. The wire shall be brought up inside to valve box to-the
inside top of the box where it shall readily accessible for locatmg equlpment but will not
hinder valve operation.

This pay item also includes the backfill and compaction of all excavations with the type
and class backfill shown on the PLANS and described in the SPECIFICATIONS except

“TRENCH BACKFILL.”

Also included in this pay items are the bedding and haunching requirements, all thrust
blocks, and all testing and disinfecting specified.

WATER VALVES, 6" & 8"

This work shall be in accordance with the applicable portions of Section 561 of the
Standard Specifications, the guidelines given in the “Standard Specifications for Water
and Sewer Construction in Illinois”, and these Special Provisions.

These PAY ITEMS shall include but not be limited to all material, excavation,
equipment, labor and transportation necessary to furnish and install valves with boxes of
the size, and at the locations shown on the PLANS.

Gate valves shall be manufactured by U.S. Pipe and Foundry, American Flow Control, or
Clow Valve Company and shall be Resilient Seated Gate Valve, of the non-rising type
and conform to the requirements of AWWA C509. Valve Bodies, bonnets and gates are
to be ductile iron per ASTM AS536.

The valve box shall be provided with a rubber insert in the base of the valve box. This
rubber insert shall be the Valve Box Adaptor II of West Allis, Wisc, or approved equal.

Valves are to close in a clockwise direction. Valves are to have bronze stems. Valve
boxes are to be furnished with lids marked “WATER”.

All labor, material, and equipment necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at
the contract unit price bid per EACH for WATER VALVES of the size spemﬁed and 1o

additional compensation will be allowed.

DUCTILE IRON ELBOWS AND TEES

This work shall be in accordance with the applicable portions of Section 561 of the
Standard Specifications, the guidelines given in the “Standard Specifications for Water
and Sewer Construction in Illinois™, and these Special Provisions.

These PAY ITEMS shall include all material, equipment, excavation, labor and
transportation necessary to furnish and install the fittings as shown on the PLANS.

Fittings are to be mechanical joint ductile iron fittings in accordance with ANSUAWWA
C153/A21.53. Fittings are to include all thrust blocking and/or restrained joints. Only
the fittings necessary for horizontal alignment are to be measured separately for payment.
FITTINGS NECESSARY FOR VERTICAL ADJUSTMENT WILL NOT BE PAID
FOR SEPARATELY AND ARE INCLUDED IN THE UNIT BID PRICE FOR THIS

PAY ITEM.
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All labor, material, and equipment necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at
the contract unit price bid per EACH for DUCTILE IRON ELBOWS AND TEES of the

size specified and no additional compensation will be allowed.

FIRE HYDRANTS

This work shall be in accordance with the applicable portions of Section 564 of the
Standard Specifications, the guidelines given in the “Standard Specifications for Water
and Sewer Construction in Illinois”, and these Special Provisions.

This PAY ITEM shall include but not be limited to all material, equipment, excavation,
labor and transportation necessary for the complete installation of the fire hydrants at the

locations shown on the PLANS.

The fire hydrants shall be manufactured by American Flow Control: Pacer Fire Hydrant
(Model WB-67-250), Mucller Corp: Super Centurion (Model A 423).

The fire hydrants shall consist of compression or gate type conforming to AWWA C502
(Dry Barrel). The design shall be for a minimum 500-psi hydrostatic test pressure and
250 psi working pressure.

Hydrants shall be provided with two 2% inch hose nozzles and one 4 % inch pumper
nozzle. Threads on all nozzles shall conform to National Standard design.

Provide hydrants with 2 piece breakaway barrels with full revolving bonnets, removable
and renewable valve seats, nozzle cap chains, weather cap, and 1% inch pentagon
operating nuts.

Hydrants shall be furnished with 304 stainless steel bolts and nuts between the barrel and
the shoe, have bronze seats, and trim for the shoe bolt connection shall be bronze.

Provide hydrants with 6 inch pipe commections, 5% inch inside diameter valve openings,
and 7 inch inside diameter. -

Hydrants shall be provided at locations designated with the frost ring at the established
finished grade. Install hydrants with minimum 4 feet of cover over the connecting pipe.
Set breakaway barrel 2 inches above finished grade.

Set each hydrant on a large flat stone or concrete block and not less the % cubic yard of
coarse aggregate shall be provided at the base for drainage. Back or brace hydrants with
conerete thrust block extending from the hydrant to the wall of excavation, and placed to
permit the removal of the hydrant. All joints shall be restrained. '

Lower barrel sections, flanges below grade shail be ductile iron only.
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Finish above grade shall be durable enamel, “Safety Yellow™.
All labor, material, and equipment necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at

the contract unit price bid per EACH for FIRE HYDRANT and no additional
compensation will be allowed.

SERVICE CONNECTION AND CURB STOP

This work shall be in accordance with the applicable portions of Section 561 of the
Standard Specifications, the guidelines given in the “Standard Specifications for Water
and Sewer Construction in Illinois”, and these Special Provisions.

These PAY ITEMS shall include but not be limited to all material, equipment,
excavation, labor and transportation necessary for the complete installation of the water
services as shown on the PLANS.

The Services may be installed by open cut excavation, boring or augering.

s The Type 1 services shall be 1” mimimum Type-K copper.

o The Type 2 services shall be 1” minimum Type-K copper encased in a plastic or
butyl water service quality pipe, or tubing. If the new service is pulled into place, -
it shall be encased the full length. If the new service is installed by open cut, it
shall be encased a minimum of 10° either side of a storm or sanifary sewer,
whichever method is used the encasement costs are to be included in the unit price
for the Type 2 services and no additional compensation will be allowed.

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CONNECTION TO EXISTING WATER MAIN

This PAY ITEM shall include but not be limited to all material, equipment, labor and
transportation necessary to connect new water mains to existing water mains at
approximately the locations shown on the PLANS.

Valving in the existing system is believed to be reasonably reliable; however, disruptions
in service will be necessary to make comnections. Therefore, the Contractor shall
coordinate all service interruptions with the Galesburg Water Department and all
residents. :

Underground utilities shown on the PLANS, including existing water mains, are based on
the “best available information” and are only intended to be approximate. The Contractor
is responsible for determining exact locations and sizes.

Unless otherwise indicated, the existing water mains are believed to be cast iron. If the
connection is not shown to be a D.I fitting, a coupling for PVC to cast iron as
manufactured by Blair-Smith, Dresser, or equal, shall be used.

All labor, material, and equipment necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at

the contract unit price bid per EACH for CONNECTION TO EXISTING WATER
MAIN and no additional compensation will be allowed.

WATER MAIN ENCASEMENT

This work shall be in accordance with the applicable portions of Section 561 of the
Standard Specifications, the guidelines given in the “Standard Specifications for Water
and Sewer Construction in Illinois”, and these Special Provisions.

This PAY ITEM shall include but not be limited to all material, excavation, equipment,
labor and transportation necessary to furnish and install the casing pipe as shown on the
PLANS.

The encasement pipe shall be of the same material and pressure class as the encased pipe,
and of sufficiently larger diameter to allow installation without damage to either pipe.

Where the new water main is to be installed under an existing storm or sanitary sewer,
the new water main shall be encased in a conduit of like material and SDR for a distance
of ten (10) feet on each side of the storm or sanitary sewer. Any fittings, including thrust
blocking and/or restrained joints, necessary to lower the proposed water main to obtain
18 minimum separation are to be included in the unit price for water main encasement.
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The ends of the encasement pipe shall be sealed with a non-shrink grout. The encased

pipe shall be properly supported to prevent excessive deflection.

All labor, material, and equipment necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at
the contract unit price bid per FOOT for WATER MAIN ENCASEMENT and no

additional compensation will be allowed.

FIRE HYDRANTS TO BE REMOVED

This work shall be in accordance with the applicable portions of Section 564 of the
Standard Specifications, the guidelines given in the “Standard Specifications for Water
and Sewer Construction in Illinois”, and these Special Provisions.

This PAY ITEM shall include but not be limited to all material, equipment, labor and
transportation necessary to remove existing fire hydrants, and any associated auxiliary
valves, and to cap and block an existing water main if necessary at locations shown on

the PLANS.

Fire Hydrants and Valves shall become property of the CONTRACTOR. Any salvage
value should be included in the unit price of the Bid Item.

All labor, material, and equipment necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at

the contract unit price bid per CACH for FIRE HYDRANTS TO BE REMOVED and no
additional compensation will be allowed.

GALVANIZED OR LEAD WATER SERVICE REPLACEMENT

This work shall be in accordance with the applicable portions of Section 561 of the
Standard Specifications, the guidelines given in the “Standard Specifications for Water
and Sewer Construction in linois”, and these Special Provisions. '

These PAY ITEMS shall include but not be limited to all material, equipment,
excavation, labor and tramsportation necessary to replace an existing water service
discovered to be galvanized or lead pipe from the proposed connection at the new curb
stop to the existing water meter at the house. '

Services shall be replaced with plastic or butyl water service pipe or tubing as specified
in the Nlinois Plumbing Code.

All work involved for replacing the services is to be coordinated with and as directed by
the City Water Department and Plumbing Inspector.
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All lead or galvanized service line replacements shall be pulled with no open excavation
off the R.O.W. Should problems occur, the replacement will be performed as directed by
the Engineer. Off R.O.W. excavation, restorations, seeding, etc. will be paid for in
accordance with Article 109.04 of the Standard Specifications.

All labor, material, and equipment necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at
the contract unit price bid per FOOT for GALVANIZED WATER SERVICE
REPLACEMENT or LEAD WATER SERVICE REPLACEMENT and no additional

compensation will be allowed.

METER CONNECTION

This work shall be in accordance with the applicable portions of Section 561 of the
Standard Specifications, the guidelines given in the “Standard Specifications for Water
and Sewer Construction in Illinois”, and these Special Provisions.

This PAY ITEM shall include but not be limited to all materials, equipment, labor and
transportation necessary to make the connection from new service piping to the existing
service piping including a replacement of the water meter.

The City of Galesburg will furnish the water meter and two (2) isolation valves to be
installed by the Contractor. This work shall be performed by a licensed plumber.

This work shall include all reducers, adaptors or fittings necessary to make the
connection.

All labor, material, and equipment necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at
the contract unit price bid per EACH for METER CONNECTION and no additional

compensation will be allowed.

D.I. TAPPING SLEEVE AND VALVE, 6”X6”

This work shall be in accordance with the applicable portions of Section 561 of the
Standard Specifications, the guidelines given in the “Standard Specifications for Water
and Sewer Construction in Illinois”, and these Special Provisions.

This PAY ITEM shall include but not be limited to all materials, equipment, labor, and
transportation necessary to furnish and install a tapping sleeve and tapping valve and to
provide a wet tap on the existing water main.

The tapping sleeve shall be ductile iron in accordance with ASTM A536 and coated with
asphaltic vamish in compliance with NSF-61.
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The tapping valve shall be resilient seat type with body and bonnet made of ductile iron
for 250 p.s.i.g. working pressure. The mating valve flange to the tapping sleeve outlet
must have a raised male face, conforming to MSS SP-60, to ensure true alignment of
valve nad tapping maching. The outlet end of the valve shall have the desired joint
connection for the intended pipe. All interior and exterior ferrous surfaces shall be
protected against corrosion by fusion —bonded-epoxy coating. Coating shall be applied
prior to assembly to assure coverage of all exposed areas, including bolt holes.

All labor, material, and equipment necessary to complete this work shall be paid for at

the contract unit price bid per EACH for D.I. TAPPING SLEEVE AND VALVE 67X6”
and no additional compensation will be allowed.

SEEDING. MINOR AREAS

This work shall be in accordance with the applicable portions of Sections 250, 251 and
1081 of the Standard Specifications and the following Special Provisions.

The adjustment of utilities consists of the relocation,
removal, replacement, rearrangements, reconstruction, improvement, disconnection,
connection, shifting, new installation or altering of an existing utility facility in any manner.

When the plans or special provisions include information pertaining to the location of
underground utility facilities, such information represents only the opinion of the Department as
to the location of such utilities and is only included for the convenience of the bidder. The
Department assumes no responsibility in respect to the sufficiency or the accuracy of the
information shown on the plans relative fo the location of the underground utility facilities.

Utilities which are to be adjusted shall be adjusted by the utility owner or the owner's
representative or by the Contractor as a contract item. Generally, arrangements for adjusting
existing utilities will be made by the Department prior to project construction; however, utilities
will not necessarily be adjusted in advance of project construction and, in some cases, utilities
will not be removed from the proposed construction limits. When utility adjustments must be
performed in conjunction with construction, the utility adjustment work wili be shown on the
plans and/or covered by Special Provisions.

When the Contractor discovers a utility has not been adjusted by the owner or the owner's
representative as indicated in the contract documents, or the utility is not shown on the plans or
described in the Special Provisions as to be adjusted in conjunction with construction, the
Contractor shall not interfere with said utility, and shall take proper precautions to prevent
damage or interruption of the utility and shall promptly notify the Engineer of the nature and
location of said utility.

All necessary adjustments, as determined by the Engineer, of utilities not shown on the plans or
not identified by markers, will be made at no cost to the Contractor except traffic structures, light
poles, etc., that are normally located within the proposed construction limits as hereinafter
defined will not be adjusted unless required by the proposed improvement.
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(a) Limits of Proposed Construction for Utilities Paralleling the Roadway. For the purpose of
this Article, limits of proposed construction for utilities extending in the same longitudinal
direction as the roadway, shall be defined as follows:

(1) The horizontal! limits shall be a vertical plane, outside of, paratle] to, and 600 mm (2
ft) distant at right angles from the plan or revised slope limits.

In cases where the limits of excavation for structures are not shown on the plans, the
horizontal limits shall be a vertical plane 1.2 m (4 ft) outside the edges of structure
footings or the structure where no footings are required.

(2) The upper vertical limits shall be the regulations governing the roadbed clearance for
the specific utility involved.

The Contractor may make arrangements for adjustment of utilities ouiside of the limits of
proposed construction provided the Contractor furnishes the Department with a signed
agreement with the utility owner covering the adjustments to be made. The cost of any
adjustments made outside the limits of proposed construction shall be the responsibility of the
Contractor unless otherwise provided.

The Contractor shall request all utility owners to field locate their facilities according to Article
107.31. The Engineer may make the request for location from the utility after receipt of notice
from the Contractor. On request, the Engineer will make an inspection to verify that the utility
company has field located its facilities, but will not assume responsibility for the accuracy of
such work. The Contractor shall be responsible for maintaining the excavations or markers
provided by the utility owners. This field location procedure may be waived if the utility owner
has stated in writing to the Department it is satisfied the construction plans are sufficiently
accurate. If the utility owner does not submit such statement to the Department, and they do not
field locate their facilities in both horizontal and vertical alignment, the Engineer will authorize
the Contractor in writing to proceed to locate the facilities in the most economical and
reasonable manner, subject to the approval of the Engineer, and be paid according to Article
109.04.
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The Contractor shall coordinate with any planned utility adjustment or new installation and the
Contractor shalil take ali precautions to prevent disturbance or damage to utility facilities. Any
failure on the part of the utility owner, or their representative, to proceed with any planned utility
adjustment or new installation shall be reported promptly by the Contractor to the Engineer
orally and in writing.

The Contractor shall take all necessary precautions for the protection of the utility facilities. The
Contractor shall be responsible for any damage or destruction of utility facilities resulting from
neglect, misconduct, or omission in the Contractor's manner or method of execution or
nonexecution of the work, or caused by defective work or the use of unsatisfactory materials.
Whenever any damage or destruction of a utility facility occurs as a result of work performed by
the Contractor, the utility company will be immediately notified. The utility company will make
arrangements to restore such facility to a condition equal to that existing before any such
damage or desfruction was done.

The total of all organic processing additions shall be a maximum of 1.0 pereent by
weight (mass) of the cement and the total of all inorganic processing additions shall be a
maximum of 4.0 percent by weight (mass) of the cement. Organic processing additions
shall be limited to grinding aids that improve the flowability of cement, reduce pack set,
and improve grinding efficiency. Inorganic processing additions shall be limited to
granulated blast-furnace slag according to the chemical requirements of AASHTO M 302
and Class C fly ash according to the chemical requirements of AASHTO M 295.

(b) Portland-Pozzolan Cement. Acceptance of porfland-pozzoian cement shall be according
to the current Bureau of Materials and Physical Research’s Policy Memorandum,
“Portland or Blended Cement Acceptance Procedure for Qualified and Non-Qualified

Plants”.

Portland-pozzolan cement shall be according to ASTM C 585 and shall meet the
standard physical and chemical requirements, Type 1P or I(PM} may be used for cast-in-
place, precast, and precast prestressed concrete, except when Class PP concrete is
used. The pozzolan constituent for Type IP shall be a maximum of 21 percent of the
weight (mass) of the portland-pozzolan cement. Al other cements referenced in
ASTM C 595 may be used when approved by the Engineer.

For cast-in-place construction, portland-pozzolan cements shall only be used from
April 1 to October 15,

The total of all organic processing additions shall be a maximum of 1.0 percent by
weight (mass) of the cement. Organic processing additions shall be limited to grinding
aids as defined in (a) above. Inorganic processing additions shall not be used.




(c) Portland Blast-Furnace Slag Cement. Acceptance of poriland blast-furnace slag cement
shall be according to the current Bureau of Materials and Physical Research’s Policy
Memorandum, “Portland or Blended Cement Acceptance Procedure for Qualified and
Non-Qualified Plants”.

Portland blast-furnace slag cement shall be according to ASTM C 595 and shall meet
the standard physical and chemical requirements. Type I(SM) slag-modified portland
cement may be used for cast-in-place, precast, and precast prestressed concrete,
except when Class PP concrete is used. All other cements referenced in ASTM C 595

may be used when approved by the Engineer.

For cast-in-place construction, portiand blast-furnace slag cements shall only be used
from April 1 to October 15.

The total of all organic processing additions shall be a maximum of 1.0 percent by
weight (mass) of the cement. Organic processing additions shall be limited to grinding
aids as defined in (a) above. Inorganic processing additions shall not be used.

(d) Rapid Hardening Cement. Rapid hardening cement shall be used according to
Article 1020.04 or when approved by the Engineer. The cement shall be on the
Department’s current “Approved List of Packaged, Dry, Rapid Hardening Cementitious
Materials for Concrete Repairs”, and shail be according to the following.

(1) The cement shall have a maximum final set of 25 minutes, according to lllinois
Modified ASTM C 191.

(2) The cement shall have a minimum compressive strength of 2000 psi (13,800 kPa} at
3.0 hours, and 4000 psi (27,600 kPa) at 24.0 hours, according to Hlinois Modified

ASTM C 109.

(3) The cement shall have a maximum drying shrinkage of 0.050 percent at seven days,
according to lllinois Modified ASTM C 596.

(4) The cement shall have a maximum expansion of 0.020 percent at 14 days, according
to lllinois Modified ASTM C 1038.

(5) The cement shall have a minimum 80 percent relative dynamic modulus of elasticity;
and shall not have a weight (mass) gain in excess of 0.15 percent or a weight (mass)
loss in excess of 1.0 percent, after 100 cycles, according to lllinois Modified
AASHTO T 161, Procedure B. At 100 cycles, the specimens are measured and

weighed at 73 °F (23 °C).
(e) Calcium Aluminate Cement. Calcium aluminate cement shall be used when specified by

the Engineer. The cement shall meet the standard physical requirements for Type |
cement according to ASTM C 150, except the time of setting shall not apply. The
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chemical requirements shall be determined according to ASTM C 114 and shall be as
follows: minimum 38 percent aluminum oxide (Al,Os), maximum 42 percent calcium
oxide (Ca0), maximum 1 percent magnesium oxide (MgO), maximum 0.4 percent sulfur
trioxide (SO3), maximum 1 percent loss on ignition, and maximum 3.5 percent insoiuble
residue.

Cement contained in single loads or in shipments of several
loads to the same project shall not have visible differences in color.

1001.03 Mixing Brands and Types. Different brands or different types of cement from the
same manufacturing plant, or the same brand or type from different plants shall not be mixed or
used alternately in the same item of construction unless approved by the Engineer.

1001.04 Storage. Cement shall be stored and protected against damage, such as
dampness which may cause partial set or hardened lumps. Different brands or different types

of cement from the same manufacturing plant, or the same brand or type from different plants
shall be kept separate.”

OVERALL GOAL SET FOR THE DEPARTMENT. As a requirement of compliance with 49 CFR
part 26, the Department has set an overall goal for DBE participation in its federally assisted
conifracts.

(5) If the bidder is a joint venture comprised of DBE firms and non-DBE firms, the plan
must also include a clear identification of the portion of the work to be performed by
the DBE partner(s).

(d) The contract will not be awarded until the Utilization Plan submitted by the bidder is
approved. The Utilization Plan will be approved by the Department if the Plan commits
sufficient commercially useful DBE work performance to meet the contract goal. The
Utilization Plan will not be approved by the Department if the Plan does not commit
sufficient DBE performance to meet the contract goal unless the bidder documents that it
made a good faith effort to meet the goal. The good faith procedures of Section VI of
this special provision apply. If the Utilization Plan is not approved because it is deficient

. . in a technical matter, unless waived by the Department, the bidder will be notified and

| will be allowed no less than a five working day period in order to cure the deficiency.

| CALCULATING DBE PARTICIPATION. The Utilization Plan values represent work anticipated
‘ to be performed and paid for upon satisfactory completion. The Depariment is only able to
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count toward the achievement of the overall goal and the contract goal the value of payments
made for the work actually performed by DBE companies. In addition, a DBE must perform a
commercially useful function on the coniract to be counted. A commercially useful function is
generally performed when the DBE is responsible for the work and is carrying out its
responsibilities by actually performing, managing, and supervising the work involved. The
Department and Contractor are governed by the provisions of 49 CFR part 26.55(c) on
questions of commercially useful functions as it affects the work. Specific counting guidelines
are provided in 49 CFR part 26.55, the provisions of which govern over the summary contained

herein.

(a) DBE as the Contractor: 100 percent goal credit for that portion of the work performed by
the DBE’s own forces, including the cost of materials and supplies. Work that a DBE
subcontracts to a non-DBE firm does not count toward the DBE goals.

(b) DBE as a joint venture Contractor: 100 percent goal credit for that portion of the total
dollar value of the contract equal to the distinct, clearly defined portion of the work
performed by the DBE's own forces.

(c) DBE as a subcontractor: 100 percent goal credit for the work of the subcontract
performed by the DBE’s own forces, including the cost of materials and supplies,
excluding the purchase of materials and supplies or the lease of equipment by the DBE
subcontractor from the prime Contractor or its affiliates. Work that a DBE subcontractor
in turn subcontracts to a non-DBE firm does not count toward the DBE goal.

(d) DBE as a trucker: 100 percent goal credit for trucking participation provided the DBE is
responsible for the management and supervision of the entire trucking operation for
which it is responsible. At least one truck owned, operated, licensed, and insured by the
DBE must be used on the contact. Credit will be given for the full value of all such DBE
trucks operated using DBE employed drivers. Goal credit will be limited to the value of
the reasonable fee or commission received by the DBE if trucks are leased from a non-
DBE company.

(e) DBE as a material supplier:

(1) 80 percent goal credit for the cost of the materials or supplies purchased from a DBE
regular dealer.

(2) 100 percent goal credit for the cost of materials or supplies obtained from a DBk
manufacturer.

(3) 100 percent credit for the value of reasonable fees and commissions for the
procurement of materials and supplies if not a regular dealer or manufacturer.

GOOD FAITH EFFORT PROCEDURES. If the bidder cannot obtain sufficient DBE
commitments to meet the contract goal, the bidder must document in the Utilization Plan the
good faith efforts made in the attempt to meet the goal. This means that the bidder must show
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that all necessary and reasonable steps were taken to achieve the contract goal. Necessary
and reasonabie steps are those which could reasonably be expected to obtain sufficient DBE
participation. The Department will consider the quality, quantity, and intensity of the kinds of
efforts that the bidder has made. Mere pro forma efforts are not good faith efforts; rather, the
bidder is expected to have taken those efforts that would be reasonably expected of a bidder
actively and aggressively trying to abtain DBE participation sufficient to meet the contract goal.

(a) The following is a list of types of action that the Department will consider as part of the
evaluation of the bidder's good faith efforts to obtain participation. These listed factors
are not intended to be a mandatory checklist and are not intended to be exhaustive.
Other factors or efforts brought to the attention of the Department may be relevant in
appropriate cases, and will be considered by the Department.

(1) Soliciting through all reasonable and available means (e.g. aftendance at pre-bid
meetings, advertising and/or written notices) the interest of all certiied DBE
companies that have the capability to perform the work of the contract. The bidder
must solicit this interest within sufficient time 1o allow the DBE companies to respond
io the solicitation. The bidder must determine with certainty if the DBE companies
are interested by taking appropriate steps to follow up initial solicitations.

(2) Selecting portions of the work to be performed by DBE companies in order to
increase the likelihood that the DBE goals will be achieved. This includes, where
appropriate, breaking out contract work items into economically feasible units to
facilitate DBE participation, even when the prime Contractor might otherwise prefer
to perform these work items with its own forces.

(3) Providing interested DBE companies with adequate information about the plans,
specifications, and requirements of the contract in a timely manner to assist them in

responding o a solicitation.

(4) a. Negotiating in good faith with interested DBE companies. It is the bidder's
responsibility to make a portion of the work available to DBE subcontractors and
suppliers and to select those portions of the work or material needs consistent
with the available DBE subconiractors and suppliers, so as io facilitate DBE
participation. Evidence of such negotiation includes the names, addresses, and
telephone numbers of DBE companies that were considered; a description of the
information provided regarding the plans and specifications for the work selected
for subcontracting; and evidence as to why additional agreements could not be
reached for DBE companies to perform the work.

b. A bidder using good business judgment would consider a number of factors in
negotiating with subcontractors, including DBE subcontractors, and would take a
firm's price and capabiliies as well as contract goals into consideration.
However, the fact that there may be some additional costs involved in finding and
using DBE companies is not in itself sufficient reason for a bidder's failure to
meet the contract DBE goal, as long as such costs are reasonable. Also, the
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ability or desire of a bidder fo perform the work of a contract with its own
organization does not relieve the bidder of the responsibility to make good faith
efforts. Bidders are not, however, required to accept higher quotes from DBE
companies if the price difference is excessive or unreasonable.

{5) Not rejecting DBE companies as being unqualified without sound reasons based on
a thorough investigation of their capabilies. The bidder's standing within its
industry, membership in specific groups, organizations, or associations and political
or social affiliations (for example union vs. non-union employee status) are not
legitimate causes for the rejection or non-solicitation of bids in the bidder's efforts {o
meet the project goal.

(6) Making efforts to assist interested DBE companies in obtaining bonding, lines of
credit, or insurance as required by the recipient or Contractor.

(7) Making efforts to assist interested DBE companies in obtaining necessary
equipment, supplies, materials, or related assistance or services.

(8) Effectively using the services of available minority/women community organizations;
minority/women contractors’ groups; local, state, and federal minority/women
business assistance offices; and other organizations as allowed on a case-by-case
basis to provide assistance in the recruitment and placement of DBE companies.

(b) If the Department determines that the bidder has made a good faith effort to secure the
work commitment of DBE companies to meet the contract goal, the Department will
award the contract provided that it is otherwise eligible for award. If the Department
determines that a good faith effort has not been made, the Department will notify the
bidder of that preliminary determination by contacting the responsible company official
designated in the Utilization Plan. The preliminary determination shall include a
statement of reasons why good faith efforts have not been found, and may include
additional good faith efforts that the bidder could take. The notification will designate a
five working day period during which the bidder shall take additional efforts. The bidder
is not limited by a statement of additional efforts, but may take other action beyond any
stated additional efforts in order to obtain additional DBE commitments. The bidder shall
submit an amended Utilization Plan if additional DBE commitments to meet the contract
goal are secured. If additional DBE commitments sufficient to meet the contract goal are
not secured, the bidder shall report the final good faith efforts made in the time ailotted.
All additional efforts taken by the bidder will be considered as part of the bidder's good
faith efforts. If the bidder is not able to meset the goal after taking additional efforts, the
Department will make a pre-final determination of the good faith efforts of the bidder and
will notify the designated responsible company official of the reasons for an adverse
determination.

(c) The bidder may request administrative reconsideration of a pre-final determination

adverse to the bidder within the five working days after the notification dste of the
determination by delivering the request to the Department of Transportation, Bureau of
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Small Business Enterprises, Contract Compliance Section, 2300 South Dirksen
Parkway, Room 318, Springfield, lllinois 62764 (Telefax: (217)785-1524). Deposit of the
request in the United States mait on or before the fifth business day shall not be deemed
delivery. The pre-final determination shali become final if a request is not made and
delivered. A request may provide additional written documentation and/or argument
concerning the issue of whether an adequate good faith effort was made to meet the
contract goal. In addition, the request shall be considered a consent by the bidder to
extend the time for award. The request will be forwarded to the Department's
Reconsideration Officer. The Reconsideration Officer will extend an opportunity 1o the
bidder to meet in person in order to consider all issues of whether the bidder made a
good faith effort to meet the goal. After the review by the Reconsideration Officer, the
bidder will be sent a written decision within ten working days after receipt of the request
for reconsideration, explaining the basis for finding that the bidder did or did not meet the
goal or make adequate good faith efforts to do so. A final decision by the
Reconsideration Officer that a good faith effort was made shall approve the Utilization
Plan submitted by the bidder and shall clear the contract for award. A final decision that
a good faith effort was not made shall render the bid not responsive.

CONTRACT COMPLIANCE. Compliance with this Special Provision is an essential part of the
contract. The Department is prohibited by federal regulations from crediting the participation of
a DBE included in the Utilization Plan toward either the contract goal or the Department’s overall
_ goal until the amount to be applied toward the goals has been paid to the DBE. The following
administrative procedures and remedies govern the compliance by the Contractor with the
contractual obligations established by the Utilization Plan. After approval of the Plan and award
of the contract, the Utilization Plan and individual DBE Participation Statements become part of
the contract. If the Contractor did not succeed in obtaining enough DBE participation to achieve
the advertised contract goal, and the Utilization Plan was approved and contract awarded based
upon a determination of good faith, the total dollar value of DBE work calculated in the approved
Utilization Plan as a percentage of the awarded contract value shall become the amended
contract goal.

(a) No amendment to the Utilization Plan may be made without prior written approval from
the Department's Bureau of Small Business Enterprises. All requests for amendment to
the Utilization Plan shall be submitted to the Department of Transportation, Bureau of
Small Business FEnterprises, Contract Compliance Section, 2300 South Dirksen
Parkway, Room 319, Springfield, [linois 62764. Telephone number (217) 785-4611.
Telefax number (217) 785-1524. _

(b} All work indicated for performance by an approved DBE shall be performed, managed,
and supervised by the DBE executing the Participation Statement. The Contractor shall
not terminate for convenience a DBE listed in the Utilization Plan and then perform the
work of the terminated DBE with its own forces, those of an affiliate or those of another
subcontractor, whether DBE or not, without first obtaining the written consent of the
Bureau of Small Business Enterprises to amend the Utilization Plan. If a DBE listed in
the Utilization Plan is terminated for reasons other than convenience, or fails to complete
its work on the contract for any reason, the Contractor shall make good faith efforts to
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(c)

find another DBE to substitute for the terminated DBE. The good faith efforts shall be
directed at finding another DBE to perform at least the same amount of work under the
contract as the DBE that was terminated, but only to the extent needed to meet the
contract goal or the amended contract goal. The Contractor shall notify the Bureau of
Small Business Enterprises of any termination for reasons other than convenience, and
shall obtain approval for inclusion of the substitute DBE in the Utilization Plan. If good
faith efforts following a termination of a DBE for cause are not successful, the Contractor
shall contact the Bureau and provide a full accounting of the efforts undertaken to obtain
substitute DBE participation. The Bureau will evaluate the good faith efforts in light of all
circumstances surrounding the performance status of the contract, and determine
whether the contract goal should be amended.

The Contractor shall maintain a record of payments for work performed to the DBE
participants. The records shall be made available to the Departiment for inspection upon
request. After the performance of the final item of work or delivery of material by a DBE
and final payment therefor to the DBE by the Contractor, but not later than thirty
calendar days after payment has been made by the Department to the Contractor for
such work or material, the Contractor shall submit a DBE Payment Report on
Department form SBE 2115 to the Regional Engineer. If full and final payment has not
been made to the DBE, the Report shall indicate whether a disagreement as to the
payment required exists between the Contractor and the DBE or if the Contractor
believes that the work has not been satisfactorily completed. If the Contractor does not
have the full amount of work indicated in the Utilization Plan performed by the DBE
companies indicated in the Plan, the Department will deduct from contract payments to
the Contractor the amount of the goal not achieved as liquidated and ascertained

damages.

(d) The Department reserves the right to withhold payment to the Contractor to enforce the

provisions of this Special Provision. Final payment shall not be made on the contract
until such time as the Contractor submits sufficient documentation demonstrating
achievement of the goal in accordance with this Special Provision or after liquidated
damages have been determined and collected. '

(e) Notwithstanding any other provision of the contract, including but not limited to

Article 109.09 of the Standard Specifications, the Confractor may request administrative
reconsideration of a decision to deduct the amount of the goal not achieved as liquidated
damages. A request to reconsider shall be delivered to the Contract Compliance
Section and shall be handled and considered in the same manner as set forth in
paragraph {¢) of “Good Faith Effort Procedures” of this Special Provision, except a final
decision that a good faith effort was not made during contract performance to achieve
the goal agreed to in the Utilization Plan shall be the final administrative decision of the
Depariment.

Worn parts shall be replaced. The Engineer may require an additional inspection prior to
placement of the surface course or at other times throughout the work.”
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PAYMENTS TO SUBCONTRACTORS (BDE)

Effective: June 1, 2000
Revised: January 1, 2006

Federal regulations found at 49 CFR §26.29 mandate the Department to establish a contract
clause to require Contractors to pay subcontractors for satisfactory performance of their
subcontracts and to set the time for such payments.

State law also addresses the timing of payments to be made to subconiractors and material
suppliers.  Section 7 of the Prompt Payment Act, 30 [LCS 540/7, requires that when a
Contractor receives any payment from the Department, the Contractor shall make
corresponding, proportional payments to each subcontractor and material supplier performing
work or supplying material within 15 calendar days after receipt of the Department payment.
Section 7 of the Act further provides that interest in the amount of two percent per month, in
addition to the payment due, shall be paid to any subcontractor or material supplier by the
Contractor if the payment required by the Act is withheld or delayed without reasonable cause.
The Act also provides that the time for payment required and the calculation of any interest due -
applies to transactions between subcontractors and lower-tier subcontractors and material

suppliers throughout the contracting chain.

This Special Provision establishes the required federal contract clause, and adopts the 15
calendar day requirement of the State Prompt Payment Act for purposes of compliance with the
federal reguiation reégarding payments to subcontraciors. This contract is subject o the
following payment obligations.

When progress payments are made to the Contractor according to Article 108.07 of the
Standard Specifications, the Contractor shall make a corresponding payment to each
subconiractor and material supplier in proportion to the work satisfactorily completed by each
subcontractor and for the material supplied to perform any work of the contract. The
proportionate amount of partial payment due to each subcontractor and material supplier
throughout the contracting chain shall be determined by the quantities measured or otherwise
determined as eligible for payment by the Department and included in the progress payment o
the Contractor. Subcontractors and material suppliers shall be paid by the Contractor within 15
calendar days after the receipt of payment from the Department. The Contractor shall not hold
_retainage from the subcontractors. These obligations shall also apply to any payments made by
subconiractors and material suppliers to their subcontractors and material suppliers; and to all
payments made to lower tier subcontractors and material suppliers throughout the contracting
chain. Any payment or portion of a payment subject to this provision may only be withheld from
the subcontractor or material supplier to whom it is due for reasonable cause.

This Special Provision does not create any rights in favor of any subcontractor or material
supplier against the State or authorize any cause of action against the State on account of any
payment, nonpayment, delayed payment, or interest claimed by application of the State Prompt
Payment Act. The Department will not approve any delay or postponement of the 15 day
requirement except for reasonable cause shown after notice and hearing pursuant to Section
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| 7(b) of the State Prompt Payment Act. State law creales other and additional remedies
available fo any subcontractor or material supplier, regardless of tier, who has not been paid for
work properly performed or material fumished. These remedies are a lien against public funds
set forth in Section 23(c) of the Mechanics Lien Act, 770 ILCS 60/23(c), and a recovery on the
| Contractor's payment bond according to the Public Construction Bond Act, 30 ILCS 550.
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RECLAIMED ASPHALT PAVEMENT (RAP) (BDE}

Effective: January 1, 2007
Revised: January 2, 2007

In Article 1030.02(g), delete the last sentence of the first paragraph in (Note 2).

Revise Section 1031 of the Standard Specifications to read:

“SECTION 1031. RECLAIMED ASPHALT PAVEMENT

1031.01 Description. Reclaimed asphalt pavement (RAP) is reclaimed asphalt pavement
resulting from cold milling or crushing of an existing dense graded hot-mix asphalt (HMA)
pavement. The Contractor shall supply written documentation that the RAP orlgmated from
routes or airfields under federal, state, or local agency jurisdiction.

1031.02 Stockpiles. The Contractor shall construct individual, sealed RAP stockpiles
meeting one of the following definitions. No additional RAP shall be added to the pile after the
pile has been sealed. Stockpiles shall be sufficiently separated to prevent intermingling at the
base. Stockpiles shall be identified by signs indicating the type as fisted below (i.e.
“Homogeneous Surface”).

Prior to milling, the Contractor shall request the District fo provide verification of the quality
of the RAP to clarify appropriate stockpile.

(a) Homogeneous. Homogeneous RAP stockpiles shall consist of RAP from Class 1,
Superpave (High ESAL), HMA (High ESAL), or equivalent mixiures and represent:
1} the same aggregate quality, but shall be at least C quality; 2) the same fype of
crushed aggregate (either crushed natural aggregate, ACBF slag, or steel slag);
3) similar gradation; and 4) similar asphalt binder content. If approved by the Engineer,
combined single pass surface/binder millings may be considered *homogenous” with a
quality rating dictated by the lowest coarse aggregate quality present in the mixture.

(b) Conglomerate 5/8. Conglomerate 5/8 RAP stockpiles shall consist of RAP from Class |,
Superpave (High ESAL), HMA (High ESAL), or equivalent mixtures. The coarse
aggregate in this RAP shall be crushed aggregate and may represent more than one
aggregate type and/or quality but shall be at least C quality. This RAP may have an
inconsistent gradation and/or asphalt binder content prior to processing.  All
conglomerate 5/8 RAP shall be processed prior to testing by crushing to where all RAP
shall pass the 5/8 in. (16 mm) or smaller screen. Conglomerate 5/8 RAP stockpiles shall
not contain steel slag or other expansive material as determined by the Depariment.

{c) Conglomerate 3/8. Conglomerate 3/8 RAP stockpiles shall consist of RAP from Class |,
Superpave (High ESAL), HMA (High ESAL), or equivalent mixtures. The coarse
aggregate in this RAP shall be crushed aggregate and may represent more than one
aggregate type and/or quality but shall be at least B quality. This RAP may have an
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inconsistent gradation and/or asphalt binder content prior to processing.  All
conglomerate 3/8 RAP shall be processed prior to testing by crushing to where all RAP
shall pass the 3/8in. (8.5 mm) or smaller screen. Conglomerate 3/8 RAP stockpiles
shall not contain steel slag or other expansive material as determined by the
Department.

] (d) Conglomerate “D” Quality (DQ). Conglomerate DQ RAP stockpiles shall consist of RAP
from Class |, Superpave (High or Low ESAL), HMA (High or Low ESAL), or equivalent
mixtures. The coarse aggregate in this RAP may be crushed or round but shall be at
least D quality. This RAP may have an inconsistent gradation and/or asphalt binder
content. Conglomerate DQ RAP stockpiles shall not contain steel slag or other
expansive material as determined by the Depariment. '

(e} Non-Quality. RAP stockpiles that do not meet the requirements of the stockpile
categories listed above shall be classified as “Non-Quality”.

RAP containing contaminants, such as earth, brick, sand, concrete, sheet asphal,
bituminous surface treatment (i.e. chip seal), pavement fabric, joint sealants, efc., will be
unacceptable unless the contaminants are removed to the satisfaction of the Engineer. Sheet
asphalt shall be stockpiled separately.

1031.03 Testing. When used in HMA, the RAP shall be sampled and tested either during
or after stockpiling.

For testing during stockpiling, washed extraction samples shall be run at the minimum
frequency of one sample per 500tons (450 mefric tons) for the first 2000 tons
(1800 metric tons) and one sample per 2000 tons (1800 metric tons) thereafter. A minimum of
five tests shall be required for stockpiles less than 4000 tons (3600 metric tons).

For testing after stockpiling, the Contractor shall submit a plan for approval to the District
proposing a satisfactory method of sampling and testing the RAP pile either in-situ or by
restockpiling. The sampling plan shall meet the minimum frequency required above and detail
the procedure used to ohtain representative samples throughout the pile for testing.

| ] Before extraction, each field sample shall be split to obtain two samples of test sample size.

One of the two test samples from the final split shall be labeled and stored for Department use.
The Contractor shall extract the other test sample according to Department procedure. The
Engineer reserves the right to test any sample (split or Department-taken) to verify Contractor
test results.

(a) Testing Conglomerate 3/8. In addition to the requirements above, conglomerate 3/8
RAP shall be tested for maximum theoretical specific gravity (Gnm) at a frequency of one
sample per 500 tons (450 metric tons) for the first 2000 tons (1800 metric tons} and one
sample per 2000 tons (1800 metric tons) thereafter. A minimum of five tests shall be
required for stockpiles less than 4000 tons (3600 metric tons).
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{b) Evaluation of Test Results. All of the extraction results shall be compiled and averaged
for asphalt binder content and gradation and, when applicable Gmm. Individual extraction
test results, when compared to the averages, will be accepted if within the tolerances

1031.04 Quality Designation of Aggregate in RAP. The quality of the RAP shall be set
by the lowest quality of coarse aggregate in the RAP stockpile and are designated as follows.

(a) RAP from Class |, Superpave (High ESAL), or HMA (High ESAL) surface mixtures are
designated as containing Class B quality coarse aggregate.

Course Widening. RAP stockpiles for use in HMA binder mixtures (High and Low
ESAL), HMA base course, and HMA base course widening shall be homogeneous,
conglomerate 5/8, or conglomerate 3/8, in which the coarse aggregate is Class C quality
or better.

(e) Use in Shoulders and Subbase. RAP stockpiles for use in HMA shoulders and stabilized
subbase (HMA) shall be homogensous, conglomerate 5/8, conglomerate 3/8, or
conglomerate DQ.

() The use of RAP shall be a contractor's option when constructing HMA in all contracts.
When the contractor chooses the RAP option, the percentage of RAP shall not exceed
the amounts indicated in the table for a given N Design.

At the Contractor's option, HMA mixtures may be constructed
utilizing RAP material meeting the above detailed requirements.

RAP designs shall be submitted for volumetric verification. If additional RAP stockpiles are
tested and found that no more than 20 percent of the results, as defined under “Testing” herein,
are outside of the control tolerances set for the original RAP stockpile and HMA mix design, and
meets all of the requirements herein, the additional RAP stockpiles may be used in the original
mix design at the percent previously verified.

1031.07 HMA Production. The coarse aggregate in all RAP used shall be equal to or less
than the nominal maximum size requirement for the HMA mixture being produced.

To remove or reduce agglomerated material, a scalping screen, crushing unit, or
comparable sizing device approved by the Engineer shall be used in the RAP feed system to
remove or reduce oversized material. If material passing the sizing device adversely affects the
mix production or quality of the mix, the sizing device shall he set at a size specified by the

Engineer.

if the RAP control tolerances or QC/QA test results require corrective action, the Contractor
shall cease production of the mixture containing RAP and either switch to the virgin aggregate
design or submit a new RAP design. When producing mixiures containing conglomerate 3/8
RAP, a positive dust control system shall be utilized.

HMA plants utilizing RAP shall be capable of automatically recording and printing the
mixture proportions and asphalt binder content. The asphalt binder content as a percentage of
the total mix shall be printed as well as the individual percentages of virgin asphalt binder and -
residual asphalt binder from the RAP.

1031.08 RAP in Aggregate Surface Course and Aggregate Shoulders. The use of RAP
_in aggregate surface course and aggregate shoulders shall be as follows.

(a) Stockpiles and Testing. RAP stockpiles may be any of those listed in Article 1031.02,
except "Other”. The testing requirements of Article 1031.03 shall not apply.

(b) Gradation. One hundred percent of the RAP material shall pass the 1 1/2 in. (37.5 mm)
sieve. The RAP material shall be reasonably well graded from coarse to fine. RAP
material that is gap-graded or single sized will not be accepted.”

The Department will maintain an
approved list of producers.

{1) Reinforcement Bars (Non-Coated). Reinforcement bars shall be according to
ASTM A 708 (A 706M), Grade 60 {420} for deformed bars and the following.

Note 1/. The bars shall not contain any traces of radicactive elements.
Note 2/. There is no composition limit but the element must be reported.

Note 3/. If aluminum is not an intentional addition to the steel for deoxidation
or killing purposes, residual aluminum content need not be reported.

b. Heat Numbers. Bundles or bars at the construction site shall be marked or
tagged with heat identification numbers of the bar producer.

c. Guided Bend Test. Bars may be subject to a guided bend test across two pins
which are free to rotate, where the bending force shall be centrally applied with a
fixed or rotating pin of a certain diameter as specified in Table 3 of ASTM A 706
(A 706M). The dimensions and clearances of this guided bend test shall be
according to ASTM E 190.

d. Spiral Reinforement. Spiral reinforcement shall be deformed or plain bars
conforming to the above requirements or cold-drawn steel wire conforming to
AASHTO M 32.

(2) Epoxy Coated Reinforcement Bars. Epoxy coated reinforcement bars shall be
according to Article 1006.10(a)(1) and shall be epoxy coated according to
AASHTO M 284 (M 284M) and the following.

a. Certification. The epoxy coating applicator shall be certified under the Concrete
Reinforcing Steel Institute's (CRSI) Epoxy Plant Certification Program.

b. Coating Thickness. The thickness of the epoxy coating shall be 7 to 12 mils
(0.18 to 0.30 mm). When spiral reinforcment is coated after fabrication, the
thickness of the epoxy coating shall be 7 to 20 miis (0.18 to 0.50 mm).

c. Cutting Reinforcement. Reinforcement bars may be sheared or sawn to length

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SELF-CONSOLIDATING CONCRETE FOR PRECAST PRODUCTS (BDE)

Effective: July 1, 2004
Revised: January 1, 2007

Definition. Self-consolidating concrete is a flowable mixture that does not require mechanical
vibration for consclidation.

Usage. Self-consolidating concrete may be used for precast concrete products.
Materials. Materials shall be according to Section 1021 of the Standard Specifications.

Mix Design Criteria. The mix design criteria shall be as follows:

(a) The minimum cement factor shall be according to Article 1020.04 of the Standard
Specifications.  If the maximum cement factor is not specified, it shall not exceed
7.05 cwt/cu yd (418 kg/cu m).

(b) The maximum allowable water/cement ratio shall be according to Article 1020.04 of the
Standard Specifications or 0.44, whichever is lower.

(¢) The slump requirements of Article 1020.04 of the Standard Specifications shall not
apply.

(d) The coarse aggregate gradations shall be CA 13, CA 14, CA 16, or a blend of these
gradations. CA 11 may be used when the Contractor provides satisfactory evidence to
the Engineer that the mix will not segregate. The fine aggregate proportion shall be a
maximum 50 percent by weight (mass) of the toial aggregate used.

(e) The slump flow range shall be £ 2 in. (+ 50 mm) of the Contractor target value, and
within the overall Department range of 20 in. (510 mm) minimum to 28 in. (710 mm)
maximum.

(f) The visual stability index shall be a maximum of 1.

(g) The J-ring value shall be a maximum of 4 in. (100 mm). The Contractor may specify a
lower maximum in the mix design.

(h) The L-box blocking ratio shall be a minimum of 60 percent. The Contractor may specify
a higher minimum in the mix design.

(i) The column segregation index shall be a maximum 15 percent.

() The hardened visual stability index shail be a maximum of 1.
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Placing and Consolidating. The maximum distance of horizontal flow from the point of deposit
shall be 25 ft (7.6 m), unless approved otherwise by the Engineer.

Concrete shall be rodded with a piece of lumber, conduit, or vibrator if the material has lost its
fluidity prior to placement of additional concrete. The vibrator shall be the pencil head type with
a maximum diameter or width of 1 in. (25 mm). Any other method for restoring the fluidity of the

concrete shall be approved by the Engineer.

Mix Design Approval. The Contractor shall obtain mix design approval according to the
Department's Policy Memorandum “Quality Control/Quality Assurance Program for Precast

Concrete Products”.
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SUBCONTRACTOR MOBILIZATION PAYMENTS (BDE)

Effective: April 2, 2005

To account for the preparatory work and operations necessary for the movement of
subcontractor personnel, equipment, supplies, and incidentals to the project site and for all other
work or operations that must be performed or costs incurred when beginning work approved for
subcontracting in accordance with Article 108.01 of the Standard Specifications, the Contractor
shall make a mobilization payment to each subcentractor.

This mobilization payment shall be made at least 14 days prior to the subcontractor starting
work. The amount paid shall be equal to 3 percent of the amount of the subcontract reported on
form BC 260A submitted for the approval of the subcontractor's work.

This provision shall be incorporated directly or by reference into each subcontract approved by
the Department.
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TRAINING SPECIAL PROVISIONS {BDE) This Training Special Provision supersedes Section
7b of the Special Provision entitled “Specific Equal Employment Opportunity Responsibiities,”
and is in implementation of 23 U.S.C. 140(a).

As part of the contractor's equal employment opportunity affirmative action program, training
shall be provided as follows:

The confractor shall provide on-the-job training aimed at developing full journeyman in the type of
trade or job classification involved. The number of trainees to be trained under this contract will
be 2 . Inthe event the contractor subcontracts a portion of the contract work, he shall
determine how many, if any, of the trainees are to be trained by the subcontractor, provided
however, that the contractor shall retain the primary responsibility for meeting the training
requirements imposed by this special provision. The contractor shall also insure that this
Training Special Provision is made applicable to such subcontract. Where feasible, 25 percent
of apprentices or trainees in each occupation shall be in their first year of apprenticeship or
training.

The number of trainees shall be distributed among the work classifications on the basis of the
contractor’s needs and the availability of journeymen in the various classifications within the
reasonable area of recruitment. Prior to commencing construction, the contractor shall submit
to the lllinois Department of Transportation for approval the number of frainees to be trained in
each selected classification and training program to be used. Furthermore, the contractor shall
specify the starting time for fraining in each of the classifications. The contractor will be credited
for each trainee employed by him on the contract work who is currently enrolled or becomes
enrolled in an approved program and will be reimbursed for such trainees as provided
hereinafier.

Training and upgrading of minorities and women toward journeyman status is a primary objective
of this Training Special Provision. Accordingly, the contractor shall make every effort to enroll
minority trainees and women (e.g. by conducting systematic and direct recruitment through
public and private sources likely to yield minority and women trainees) to the extent such
persons are available within a reasonable area of recruitment. The contractor will be responsible
for demonstrating the steps that he has taken in pursuance thereof, prior to a determination as to
whether the contractor is in compliance with this Training Special Provision. This training
commitment is not intended, and shall not be used, to discriminate against any applicant for
training, whether a member of a minority group or not.

No employee shall be employed as a trainee in any classification in which he has successfully
completed a training course leading to journeyman status or in which he has been employed as
a journeyman. The contractor should satisfy this requirement by including appropriate questions
in the employee application or by other suitable means. Regardless of the method used the
contractor's records should document the findings in each case.




The minimum length and type of training for each classification will be as established in the
fraining program selected by the contractor and approved by the llinois Department of
Transportation and the Federal Highway Administration. The Illinois Department of
Transportation and the Federal Highway Administration shall approve a program, if it is
reasonably calculated fo meet the equal employment opportunity obligations of the contractor
and to qualify the average trainee for journeyman status in the classification concerned by the
end of the fraining period. Furthermore, apprenticeship programs registered with the U.S.
Department of Labor, Bureau of Apprenticeship and Training, or with a State apprenticeship
agency recognized by the Bureau and training programs approved by not necessarily sponsored
by the U.S. Department of Labor, Manpower Administration, Bureau of Apprenticeship and
Training shall also be considered acceptable provided it is being administered in a manner
consistent with the equal employment obligations of Federal-aid highway construction contracts.
Approval or acceptance of a training program shall be obtained from the State prior fo
commencing work on the classification covered by the program. It is the intention of these
provisions that training is to be provided in the construction crafts rather then clerk-typists or
secretarial-type positions. Training is permissible in lower level management positions such as
office engineers, estimators, timekeepers, etc., where the ftraining is oriented toward
construction applications. Training in the laborer classification may be permitted provided that
significant and meaningful training is provided and approved by the lllinois Department of
Transportation and the Federal Highway Administration. Some offsite training is permissible as
long as the training is an integral part of an approved training program and does not comprise a
significant part of the overall training.

Except as otherwise noted below, the contractor will be reimbursed 80 cents per hour of training
given an employee on this contract in accordance with an approved training program. As
approved by the Engineer, reimbursement will be made for training of persons in excess of the
number specified herein. This reimbursement will be made even though the contractor receives
additional training program funds from other sources, provided such cther source does not
specifically prohibit the contractor from receiving other reimbursement. Reimbursement for
offsite training indicated above may only be made to the contractor where he does one or more
of the following and the trainees are concurrently employed on a Federal-aid project; contributes
to the cost of the fraining, provides the instruction fo the trainee or pays the trainee’s wages
during the offsite training period. -

No payment shall be made to the contractor if either the failure to provide the required training, or
the failure to hire the trainee as a journeyman, is caused by the contractor and evidences a lack
of good faith on the part of the contractor in meeting the requirement of this Training Spedial
Provision. It is normally expected that a trainee will begin his training on the project as soon as
feasible after start of work utilizing the skill involved and remain on the project as long &s training
opportunities exist in his work classification or until he has completed his training program.

It is not required that all trainees be on board for the entire length of the contract. A contractor
will have fulfilled his responsibilities under this Training Special Provision if he has provided
acceptable training to the number of trainees specified. The number trained shall be determined
on the basis of the total number enrolled on the contract for a significant period.
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Trainees will be paid at least 60 percent of the appropriate minimum journeyman'’s rate specified
in the contract for the first half of the training period, 75 percent for the third quarter of the training
period, and 90 percent for the-last quarter of the training period, unless apprentices or trainees in
an approved existing program are enrolled as trainees on this project. In that case, the
appropriate rates approved by the Departments of Labor or Transportation in connection with the
existing program shall apply to all trainees being trained for the same classification who are
covered by this Training Special Provision.

The contractor shall furnish the frainee a copy of the program he will follow in providing the
training. The contractor shall provide each trainee with a certification showing the type and
length of training satisfactorily complete.

The contractor will provide for the maintenance of records and furnish periodic reports
decumenting his performance under this Training Special Provision.

METHOD OF MEASUREMENT The unit of measurement is in hours.

BASIS OF PAYMENT This work will be paid for at the contract unit price of 80 cents per hour for
TRAINEES. The estimated total number of hours, unit price and total price have been included

in the schedule of prices.
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ATTACHMENTS
A. Employment Preference for Appalachian Contracts

(included in Appalachian contracts only)
I. GENERAL

1. These contract provisions shall apply to all word performed on the
contract by the contractor’s own organization and with the assistance of
workers under the contractor's immediate superintendence and to all
work performed on the contract by piecework, station work, or by
subcontract.

2. Except as otherwise provided for in each section, the contractor shall
insert in each subcontract all of the stipulations contained in these
Required Contract Provisions, and further require their inclusion in any
lower tier subcontract or purchase order that may in turn be made. The
Required Contract Provisions shall not be incorporated by reference in
any case. The prime contractor shall be responsible for compliance by
any subcontractor or lower tier subcontractor with these Required
Contract Provisions.

3. A breach of any of the stipulations contained in these Required
Contract Provisions shall be sufficient grounds for termination of the
contract.

4. A breach of the following clauses of the Required Contract Provisions
may also be grounds for debarment as provided in 29 CFR 5.12:

Section |, paragraph 2;
Section IV, paragraphs 1, 2, 3, 4 and 7;
Section V, paragraphs 1 and 2a through 2g.

5. Disputes arising out of the labor standards provisions of Section IV
(except paragraph 5) and Section V of these Required Contract
Provisions shall not be subject to the general disputes clause of this
contract. Such disputes shall be resolved in accordance with the
procedures of the U.S. Department of Labor (DOL) as set forth in 29 CFR
5, 6 and 7. Disputes within the meaning of this clause include disputes
between the contractor (or any of its subcontractors) and the contracting
agency, the DOL, or the contractor’'s employees or their representatives.

6. Selection of Labor: During the performance of this contract, the
contractor shall not:

a. Discriminate against labor from any other State,
possession, or territory of the United States (except for
employment preference for Appalachian contracts, when
applicable, as specified in Attachment A), or

b. Employ convict labor for any purpose within the limits of

the project unless it is labor performed by convicts who are on
parole, supervised release, or probation.

II. NONDISCRIMINATION

(Applicable to all Federal-aid construction contracts and to all
related subcontracts of $10,000 or more.)

1. Equal Employment Opportunity: Equal employment opportunity
(EEO) requirements not to discriminate and to take affirmative action to
assure equal opportunity as set forth under laws, executive orders, rules,
regulations (28 CFR 35, 29 CFR 1630 and 41 CFR 60 (and orders of the
Secretary of Labor as modified by the provisions prescribed herein, and
imposed pursuant to 23 U.S.C. 140 shall constitute the EEO and specific
affirmative action standards for the contractor’s project activities under
this contract. The Equal Opportunity Construction Contract
Specifications set forth under 41 CFR 60-4.3 and the provisions of the
American Disabilities Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C. 12101 et seq.) set forth
under 28 CFR 35 and 29 CFR 1630 are incorporated by reference in this
contract. In the execution of this contract, the contractor agrees to
comply with the following minimum specific requirement activities of
EEO:

a. The contractor will work with the State highway agency
(SHA) and the Federal Government in carrying out EEO
obligations and in their review of his/her activities under the
contract.

b. The contractor will accept as his operating policy the
following statement:

“It is the policy of this Company to assure that applicants are
employed, and that employees are treated during employment,
without regard to their race, religion, sex, color, national origin,
age or disability. Such action shall include: employment,
upgrading, demotion, or transfer; recruitment or recruitment
advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other forms

of compensation; and selection for training, including
apprenticeship, preapprenticeship, and/or on-the-job-training.”

2. EEO Officer: The contractor will designate and make known to the
SHA contracting officers an EEO Officer who will have the responsibility
for an must be capable of effectively administering and promoting an
active contractor program of EEO and who must be assigned adequate
authority and responsibility to do so.

3. Dissemination of Policy: All members of the contractor’s staff who
are authorized to hire, supervise, promote, and discharge employees, or
who recommend such action, or who are substantially involved in such
action, will be made fully cognizant of, and will implement, the
contractor's EEO policy and contractual responsibilities to provide EEO
in each grade and classification of employment. To ensure that the
above
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agreement will be met, the following actions will be taken as a minimum:

a. Periodic meetings of supervisory and personnel office
employees will be conducted before the start of work and then
not less often than once every six months, at which time the
contractor's EEO policy and its implementation will be
reviewed and explained.

a. The contractor will, unless precluded by a valid bargaining
agreement, conduct systematic and direct recruitment through
public and private employees referral sources likely to yield
qualified minority group applicants.

If the review indicates that
the discrimination may extend beyond the actions reviewed,
such corrective action shall include all affected persons.

d. The contractor will promptly investigate all complaints of
alleged discrimination made to the contractor in connection
with his obligations under this contract, will attempt to resolve
such complaints, and will take appropriate corrective action
within a reasonable time. If the investigation indicates that the
discrimination may affect persons other than the complainant,
such corrective action shall include such other persons. Upon
completion of each investigation, the contractor will inform
every complainant of all of his avenues of appeal.

6. Training and Promotion:

a. The contractor will assist in locating, qualifying, and
increasing the skills of minority group and women employees,
and applicants for employment.

b. Consistent with the contractor’s work force requirements

and as permissible under Federal and State regulations, the
contractor shall make full use of training programs, i.e.,
apprenticeship, and on-the-job training programs for the
geographical area of contract performance. Where feasible, 25
percent of apprentices or trainees in each occupation shall be

in their first year of apprenticeship or training. In the event a
special provision for training is provided under this contract,

this subparagraph will be superseded as indicated in the special
provision.

c. The contractor will advise employees and applicants for
employment of available training programs and entrance
requirements for each.

d. The contractor will periodically review the training and
promotion potential of minority group and women employees
and will encourage eligible employees to apply for such training
and promotion.

7. Unions: If the contractor relies in whole or in part upon
unions as a source of employees, the contractor will use his/her best

c. The contractor will encourage his present employees to
refer minority group applicants for employment. Information
and procedures with regard to referring minority group
applicants will be discussed with employees.

5. Personnel Actions: Wages, working conditions, and employee benefits
shall be established and administered, and personnel actions of every type,
including hiring, upgrading, promotion, transfer, demotion, layoff, and
termination, shall be taken without regard to race, color, religion, sex,
national origin, age or disability. The following procedures shall be followed:

a. The contractor will conduct periodic inspections of project
sites to insure that working conditions and employee facilities
do not indicate discriminatory treatment of project site
personnel.

b. The contractor will periodically evaluate the spread of
wages paid within each classification to determine any
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agent will include the procedures set forth below:

a. The contractor will use best efforts to develop, in
cooperation with the unions, joint training programs aimed
toward qualifying more minority group members and women
for membership in the unions and increasing the skills of
minority group employees and women so that they may qualify
for higher paying employment.

b. The contractor will use best efforts to incorporate an EEO
clause into each union agreement to the end that such union
will be contractually bound to refer applicants without regard
to their race, color, religion, sex, national origin, age or
disability.

c. The contractor is to obtain information as to the referral
practices and policies of the labor union except that to the
extent such information is within the exclusive possession of
the labor union and such labor union refuses to furnish such
information to the contractor, the contractor shall so certify to



the SHA and shall set forth what efforts have been made to
obtain such information.

d. In the event the union is unable to provide the contractor
with a reasonable flow of minority and women referrals within
the time limit set forth in the collective bargaining agreement,
the contractor will, through independent recruitment efforts, fill
the employment vacancies without regard to race, color,
religion, sex, national origin, age or disability; making full
efforts to obtain qualified and/or quailifiable minority group
persons and women. (The DOL has held that it shall be no
excuse that the union with which the contractor has a
collective bargaining agreement providing for exclusive referral
failed to refer minority employees.) In the event the union
referral practice prevents the contractor from meeting the
obligations pursuant to Executive Order 11246, as amended,
and these special provisions, such contractor shall immediately
notify the SHA.

8. Selection of Subcontractors, Procurement of Materials and Leasing
of Equipment: The contractor shall not discriminate on the grounds of
race, color, religion, sex, national origin, age or disability in the selection
and retention of subcontractors, including procurement of materials and
leases of equipment.

a. The contractor shall notify all potential subcontractors and
suppliers of his/her EEO obligations under this contract.

b. Disadvantaged business enterprises (DBE), as defined in 49
CFR 23, shall have equal opportunity to compete for and
perform subcontracts which the contractor enters into

pursuant to this contract. The contractor will use his best
efforts to solicit bids from and to utilize DBE subcontractors or
subcontractors with meaningful minority group and female
representation among their employees. Contractors shall
obtain lists of DBE construction firms from SHA personnel.

c. The contractor will use his best efforts to ensure
subcontractor compliance with their EEO obligations.

9. Records and Reports: The contractor shall keep such records as
necessary to document compliance with the EEO requirements. Such
records shall be retained for a period of three years following completion
of the contract work and shall be available at reasonable times and
places for inspection by authorized representatives of the SHA and the
FHWA.

a. The records kept by the contractor shall document the
following:

(1) The number of minority and non-minority group members
and women employed in each work classification on the
project;

(2) The progress and efforts being made in cooperation with
unions, when applicable, to increase employment
opportunities for minorities and women;

(3) The progress and efforts being made in locating, hiring,
training, qualifying, and upgrading minority and female
employees; and

(4) The progress and efforts being made in securing the
services of DBE subcontractors or subcontractors with
meaningful minority and female representation among their
employees.

b. The contractors will submit an annual report to the SHA
each July for the duration of the project, indicating the number
of minority, women, and non-minority group employees
currently engaged in each work classification required by the
contract work. This information is to be reported on Form
FHWA-1391. If on-the-job training is being required by special
provision, the contractor will be required to collect and report
training data.

Ill. NONSEGREGATED FACILITIES

(Applicable to all Federal-aid construction contracts and to all related
subcontracts of $10,000 or more.)

a. By submission of this bid, the execution of this contract or
subcontract, or the consummation of this material supply agreement or
purchase order, as appropriate, the bidder, Federal-aid construction
contractor, subcontractor, material supplier, or vendor, as appropriate,
certifies that the firm does not maintain or provide for its employees any
segregated facilities at any of its establishments, and that the firm does
not permit its employees to perform their services at any location, under
its control, where segregated facilities are maintained. The firm agrees
that a breach of this certification is a violation of the EEO provisions of
this contract. The firm further certifies that no employee will be denied
access to adequate facilities on the basis of sex or disability.

b. As used in this certification, the term “segregated facilities” means
any waiting rooms, work areas, restrooms and washrooms, restaurants
and other eating areas, timeclocks, locker rooms, and other storage or
dressing areas, parking lots, drinking fountains, recreation or
entertainment areas, transportation, and housing facilities provided for
employees which are segregated by explicit directive, or are, in fact,
segregated on the basis of race, color, religion, national origin, age or
disability, because of habit, local custom, or otherwise. The only
exception will be for the disabled when the demands for accessibility
override (e.g. disabled parking).

c. The contractor agrees that it has obtained or will obtain identical
certification from proposed subcontractors or material suppliers prior to
award of subcontracts or consummation of material supply agreements
of $10,000 or more and that it will retain such certifications in its files.

IV. PAYMENT OF PREDETERMINED MINIMUM WAGE

(Applicable to all Federal-aid construction contracts exceeding $2,000
and to all related subcontracts, except for projects located on roadways
classified as local roads or rural minor collectors, which are exempt.)

1. General:

a. All mechanics and laborers employed or working upon the
site of the work will be paid unconditionally and not less often
than once a week and without subsequent deduction or rebate
on any account [except such payroll deductions as are
permitted by regulations (29 CFR 3) issued by the Secretary of
Labor under the Copeland Act (40 U.S.C. 276c¢)] the full
amounts of wages and bona fide fringe benefits (or cash
equivalents thereof) due at time of payment. The payment
shall be computed at wage rates not less than those contained
in the wage determination of the Secretary of Labor
(hereinafter “the wage determination”) which is attached
hereto and made a part hereof, regardless of any contractual
relationship which may be alleged to exist between the
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contractor or its subcontractors and such laborers and
mechanics. The wage determination (including any additional
classifications and wage rates conformed under paragraph 2 of
this Section IV and the DOL poster (WH-1321) or Form FHWA-
1495) shall be posted at all times by the contractor and its
subcontractors at the site of the work in a prominent and
accessible place where it can be easily seen by the workers.
For the purpose of this Section, contributions made or costs
reasonably anticipated for bona fide fringe benefits under
Section 1(b)(2) of the Davis-Bacon Act (40 U.S.C. 276a) on
behalf of laborers or mechanics are considered wages paid to
such laborers or mechanics, subject to the provisions of
Section |V, paragraph 3b, hereof. Also, for the purpose of this
Section, regular contributions made or costs incurred for more
than a weekly period (but not less often than quarterly) under
plans, funds, or programs, which cover the particular weekly
period, are deemed to be constructively made or incurred
during such weekly period. Such laborers and mechanics shall
be paid the appropriate wage rate and fringe benefits on the
wage determination for the classification of work actually
performed, without regard to skill, except as provided in
paragraphs 4 and 5 of this Section IV.

b. Laborers or mechanics performing work in more than one
classification may be compensated at the rate specified for
each classification for the time actually worked therein,
provided, that the employer’s payroll records accurately set
forth the time spent in each classification in which work is
performed.

c. All rulings and interpretations of the Davis-Bacon Act and
related acts contained in 29 CFR 1, 3, and 5 are herein
incorporated by reference in this contract.

. Classification:

a. The SHA contracting officer shall require that any class of
laborers or mechanics employed under the contract, which is
not listed in the wage determination, shall be classified in
conformance with the wage determination.

b. The contracting officer shall approve an additional
classification, wage rate and fringe benefits only when the
following criteria have been met:

(1) the work to be performed by the additional classification
requested is not performed by a classification in the wage
determination;

(2) the additional classification is utilized in the area by the
construction industry;

(3) the proposed wage rate, including any bona fide fringe
benefits, bears a reasonable relationship to the wage rates
contained in the wage determination; and

(4) with respect to helpers, when such a classification
prevails in the area in which the work is performed.

c. If the contractor or subcontractors, as appropriate, the
laborers and mechanics (if known) to be employed in the
additional classification or their representatives, and the
contracting officer agree on the classification and wage rate
(including the amount designated for fringe benefits where
appropriate), a report of the action taken shall be sent by the
contracting officer to the DOL, Administrator of the Wage and
Hour Division, Employment Standards Administration,
Washington, D.C. 20210. The Wage and Hour Administrator,
or an authorized representative, will approve, modify, or
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disapprove every additional classification action within 30 days
of receipt and so advise the contracting officer or will notify
the contracting officer within the 30-day period that additional
time is necessary.

d. In the event the contractor or subcontractors, as
appropriate, the laborers or mechanics to be employed in the
additional classification or their representatives, and the
contracting officer do not agree on the proposed classification
and wage rate (including the amount designated for fringe
benefits, where appropriate), the contracting officer shall refer
the question, including the views of all interested parties and
the recommendation of the contracting officer, to the Wage
and Hour Administrator for determination. Said Administrator,
or an authorized representative, will issue a determination
within 30 days of receipt and so advised the contracting
officer or will notify the contracting officer within the 30-day
period that additional time is necessary.

e. The wage rate (including fringe benefits where appropriate)
determined pursuant to paragraph 2c or 2d of this Section IV
shall be paid to all workers performing work in the additional
classification from the first day on which work is performed in
the classification.

3. Payment of Fringe Benefits:

a. Whenever the minimum wage rate prescribed in the
contract for a class of laborers or mechanics includes a fringe
benefit which is not expressed as an hourly rate, the
contractor or subcontractors, as appropriate, shall either pay
the benefit as stated in the wage determination or shall pay
another bona fide fringe benefit or an hourly case equivalent
thereof.

b. If the contractor or subcontractor, as appropriate, does not
make payments to a trustee or other third person, he/she may
consider as a part of the wages of any laborer or mechanic the
amount of any cost reasonably anticipated in providing bona
fide fringe benefits under a plan or program, provided that the
Secretary of Labor has found, upon the written request of the
contractor, that the applicable standards of the Davis-Bacon
Act have been met. The Secretary of Labor may require the
contractor to set aside in a separate account assets for the
meeting of obligations under the plan or program.

. Apprentices and Trainees (Programs of the U.S. DOL) and
Helpers:

a. Apprentices:

(1) Apprentices will be permitted to work at less than the
predetermined rate for the work they performed when they
are employed pursuant to and individually registered in a bona
fide apprenticeship program registered with the DOL,
Employment and Training Administration, Bureau of
Apprenticeship and Training, or with a State apprenticeship
agency recognized by the Bureau, or if a person is employed
in his/her first 90 days of probationary employment as an
apprentice in such an apprenticeship program, who is not
individually registered in the program, but who has been
certified by the Bureau of Apprenticeship and Training or a
State apprenticeship agency (where appropriate) to be eligible
for probationary employment as an apprentice.

(2) The allowable ratio of apprentices to journeyman-level
employees on the job site in any craft classification shall not



be greater than the ratio permitted to the contractor as to the
entire work force under the registered program. Any
employee listed on a payroll at an apprentice wage rate, who
is not registered or otherwise employed as stated above, shall
be paid not less than the applicable wage rate listed in the
wage determination for the classification of work actually
performed. In addition, any apprentice performing work on
the job site in excess of the ratio permitted under the
registered program shall be paid not less than the applicable
wage rate on the wage determination for the work actually
performed. Where a contractor or subcontractor is
performing construction on a project in a locality other than
that in which its program is registered, the ratios and wage
rates (expressed in percentages of the journeyman-level
hourly rate) specified in the contractor’s or subcontractor’s
registered program shall be observed.

(3) Every apprentice must be paid at not less than the rate
specified in the registered program for the apprentice’s level
of progress, expressed as a percentage of the journeyman-
level hourly rate specified in the applicable wage
determination. Apprentices shall be paid fringe benefits in
accordance with the provisions of the apprenticeship program.
If the apprenticeship program does not specify fringe benefits,
apprentices must be paid the full amount of fringe benefits listed
on the wage determination for the applicable classification. If
the Administrator for the Wage and Hour Division determines
that a different practice prevails for the applicable apprentice
classification, fringes shall be paid in accordance with that
determination.

(4) In the event the Bureau of Apprenticeship and Training,
or a State apprenticeship agency recognized by the Bureau,
withdraws approval of an apprenticeship program, the
contractor or subcontractor will no longer be permitted to
utilize apprentices at less than the applicable predetermined
rate for the comparable work performed by regular employees
until an acceptable program is approved.

b. Trainees:

(1) Except as provided in 29 CFR 5.16, trainees will not be
permitted to work at less than the predetermined rate for the
work performed unless they are employed pursuant to and
individually registered in a program which has received prior
approval, evidenced by formal certification by the DOL,
Employment and Training Administration.

(2) The ratio of trainees to journeyman-level employees on
the job site shall not be greater than permitted under the plan
approved by the Employment and Training Administration.
Any employee listed on the payroll at a trainee rate who is not
registered and participating in a training plan approved by the
Employment and Training Administration shall be paid not less
than the applicable wage rate on the wage determination for
the classification of work actually performed. In addition, any
trainee performing work on the job site in excess of the ratio
permitted under the registered program shall be paid not less
than the applicable wage rate on the wage determination for
the work actually performed.

(3) Every trainee must be paid at not less than the rate
specified in the approved program for his/her level of progress,
expressed as a percentage of the journeyman-level hourly rate
specified in the applicable wage determination. Trainees shall be
paid fringe benefits in accordance with the provisions of the
trainee program. If the trainee program does not mention fringe
benefits, trainees shall be paid the full amount of fringe benefits

listed on the wage determination unless the Administrator of the

Wage and Hour Division determines that there is an
apprenticeship program associated with the corresponding
journeyman-level wage rate on the wage determination which
provides for less than full fringe benefits for apprentices, in
which cases such trainees shall receive the same fringe benefits
as apprentices.

(4) In the event the Employment and Training Administration
withdraws approval of a training program, the contractor or
subcontractor will no longer be permitted to utilize trainees at
less than the applicable predetermined rate for the work
performed until an acceptable program is approved.

c. Helpers:

Helpers will be permitted to work on a project if the helper
classification is specified and defined on the applicable wage
determination or is approved pursuant to the conformance
procedure set forth in Section IV. 2. Any worker listed on a payroll
at a helper wage rate, who is not a helper under a approved
definition, shall be paid not less than the applicable wage rate on
the wage determination for the classification of work actually
performed.

5. Apprentices and Trainees (Programs of the U.S. DOT):

Apprentices and trainees working under apprenticeship and skill
training programs which have been certified by the Secretary of
Transportation as promoting EEO in connection with Federal-aid highway
construction programs are not subject to the requirements of paragraph 4
of this Section IV. The straight time hourly wage rates for apprentices
and trainees under such programs will be established by the particular
programs. The ratio of apprentices and trainees to journeymen shall not
be greater than permitted by the terms of the particular program.

6. Withholding:

The SHA shall upon its own action or upon written request of an
authorized representative of the DOL withhold, or cause to be withheld,
from the contractor or subcontractor under this contract or any other
Federal contract with the same prime contractor or any other Federally-
assisted contract subject to Davis-Bacon prevailing wage requirements
which is held by the same prime contractor, as much of the accrued
payments or advances as may be considered necessary to pay laborers
and mechanics, including apprentices, trainee’s and helpers, employed
by the contractor or any subcontractor the full amount of wages required
by the contract. In the event of failure to pay any laborer or mechanic,
including any apprentice, trainee, or helper, employed or working on the
site of the work, all or part of the wages required by the contract, the SHA
contracting officer may, after written notice to the contractor, take such
action as may be necessary to cause the suspension of any further
payment, advance, or guarantee of funds until such violations have
ceased.

7. Overtime Requirements:

No contractor or subcontractor contracting for any part of the
contract work which may require or involve the employment of laborers,
mechanics, watchmen, or guards (including apprentices, trainees, and
helpers described in paragraphs 4 and 5 above) shall require or permit
any laborer, mechanic, watchman, or guard in any workweek in which
he/she is employed on such work, to work in excess of 40 hours in such
workweek unless such laborer, mechanic, watchman, or guard receives
compensation at a rate not less than one-and-one-half times his/her
basic rate of pay for all hours worked in excess of 40 hours in such
workweek.
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8. Violation:

Liability for Unpaid Wages; Liquidated Damages: In the event of
any violation of the clause set forth in paragraph 7 above, the contractor
and any subcontractor responsible thereof shall be liable to the affected
employee for his/her unpaid wages. In addition, such contractor and
subcontractor shall be liable to the United States (in the case of work
done under contract for the District of Columbia or a territory, to such
District or to such territory) for liquidated damages. Such liquidated
damages shall be computed with respect to each individual laborer,
mechanic, watchman, or guard employed in violation of the clause set
forth in paragraph 7, in the sum of $10 for each calendar day on which
such employee was required or permitted to work in excess of the
standard work week of 40 hours without payment of the overtime wages
required by the clause set forth in paragraph 7.

9. Withholding for Unpaid Wages and Liquidated Damages:

The SHA shall; upon its own action or upon written request of
any authorized representative of the DOL withhold, or cause to be
withheld, from any monies payable on account of work performed
by the contractor or subcontractor under any such contract or any
other Federal contract with the same prime contractor, or any other
Federally-assisted contract subject to the Contract Work Hours and
Safety Standards Act, which is held by the same prime contractor,
such sums as may be determined to be necessary to satisfy any
liabilities of such contractor or subcontractor for unpaid wages and
liquidated damages as provided in the clause set forth in paragraph 8
above.

V. STATEMENTS AND PAYROLLS

(Applicable to all Federal-aid construction contracts exceeding
$2,000 and to all related subcontracts, except for projects
located on roadways classified as local roads or rural collectors,
which are exempt.)

1. Compliance with Copeland Regulations (29 CFR 3):

The contractor shall comply with the Copeland Regulations of
the Secretary of Labor which are herein incorporated by
reference.

2. Payrolls and Payroll Records:

a. Payrolls and basic records relating thereto shall be
maintained by the contractor and each subcontractor during
the course of the work and preserved for a period of 3 years
from the date of completion of the contract for all laborers,
mechanics, apprentices, trainees, watchmen, helpers, and
guards working at the site of the work.

b. The payroll records shall contain the name, social security
number, and address of each such employee; his or her correct
classification; hourly rates of wages paid (including rates of
contributions or costs anticipated for bona fide fringe benefits
or cash equivalent thereof the types described in Section
1(b)(2)(B) of the Davis Bacon Act); daily and weekly number of
hours worked; deductions made; and actual wages paid. In
addition, for Appalachian contracts, the payroll records shall
contain a notation indicating whether the employee does, or
does not, normally reside in the labor area as defined in
Attachment A, paragraph 1. Whenever the Secretary of Labor,
pursuant to Section 1V, paragraph 3b, has found that the
wages of any laborer or mechanic include the amount of any
costs reasonably anticipated in providing benefits under a plan
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or program described in Section 1(b)(2)(B) of the Davis Bacon
Act, the contractor and each subcontractor shall maintain
records which show that the commitment to provide such
benefits is enforceable, that the plan or program is financially
responsible, that the plan or program has been communicated
in writing to the laborers or mechanics affected, and show the
cost anticipated or the actual cost incurred in providing
benefits. Contractors or subcontractors employing apprentices
or trainees under approved programs shall maintain written
evidence of the registration of apprentices and trainees, and
ratios and wage rates prescribed in the applicable programs.

c. Each contractor and subcontractor shall furnish, each week
in which any contract work is performed, to the SHA resident
engineer a payroll of wages paid each of its employees
(including apprentices trainees, and helpers, described in
Section |V, paragraphs 4 and 5, and watchmen and guards
engaged on work during the preceding weekly payroll period).

The payroll submitted shall set out accurately and completely
all of the information required to be maintained under
paragraph 2b of this Section V.

This information may be submitted in any form desired.
Optional Form WH-347 is available for this purpose and may
be purchased from the Superintendent of Documents (Federal
stock number 029-005-0014-1), U.S. Government Printing
Office, Washington, D.C. 20402. The prime contractor is
responsible for the submission of copies of payrolls by all
suncontractors.

d. Each payroll submitted shall be accompanied by a
“Statement of Compliance,” signed by the Contractor or
subcontractor or his/her agent who pays or supervises the
payment of the persons employed under the contract and shall
certify the following:

(1) that the payroll for the payroll period contains the
information required to be maintained under paragraph 2b
of this Section V and that such information is correct and
complete;

(2) that such laborer or mechanic (including each helper,
apprentice, and trainee) employed on the contract during

the payroll period has been paid the full weekly wages
earned, without rebate, either directly or indirectly, and that
no deductions have been made either directly or indirectly
from the full wages earned, other than permissible deductions
as set forth in the Regulations, 29 CFR 3;

(3) that each laborer or mechanic has been paid not less that
the applicable wage rate and fringe benefits or cash
equivalent for the classification of worked performed, as
specified in the applicable wage determination incorporated
into the contract.

e. The weekly submission of a properly executed certification
set forth on the reverse side of Optional Form WH-347 shall
satisfy the requirement for submission of the “Statement of
Compliance” required by paragraph 2d of this Section V.

f. The falsification of any of the above certifications may
subject the contractor to civil or criminal prosecution under 18
U/S. C. 1001 and 31 U.S.C. 231.

g. The contractor or subcontractor shall make the records
required under paragraph 2b of this Section V available for



inspection, copying, or transcription by authorized
representatives of the SHA, the FHWA, or the DOL, and shall
permit such representatives to interview employees during
working hours on the job. If the contractor or subcontractor
fails to submit the required records or to make them available,
the SHA, the FHWA, the DOL, or all may, after written notice
to the contractor, sponsor, applicant, or owner, take such
actions as may be necessary to cause the suspension of any
further payment, advance, or guarantee of funds. Furthermore,
failure to submit the required records upon request or to make
such records available may be grounds for debarment action
pursuant to 29 CFR 5.12.

VI. RECORD OF MATERIALS, SUPPLIES, AND LABOR

1. On all federal-aid contracts on the national highway system,
except those which provide solely for the installation of protective
devices at railroad grade crossings, those which are constructed
on a force account or direct labor basis, highway beautification
contracts, and contracts for which the total final construction
cost for roadway and bridge is less than $1,000,000 (23 CFR
635) the contractor shall:

a. Become familiar with the list of specific materials and
supplies contained in Form FHWA-47, “Statement of Materials
and Labor Used by Contractor of Highway Construction
Involving Federal Funds,” prior to the commencement of work
under this contract.

b. Maintain a record of the total cost of all materials and
supplies purchased for and incorporated in the work, and also
of the quantities of those specific materials and supplies listed
on Form FHWA-47, and in the units shown on Form FHWA-47.

c. Furnish, upon the completion of the contract, to the SHA
resident engineer on /Form FHWA-47 together with the data
required in paragraph 1b relative to materials and supplies, a
final labor summary of all contract work indicating the total
hours worked and the total amount earned.

2. At the prime contractor’s option, either a single report
covering all contract work or separate reports for the contractor
and for each subcontract shall be submitted.

VIl.  SUBLETTING OR ASSIGNING THE CONTRACT

1. The contractor shall perform with its own organization
contract work amounting to not less than 30 percent (or a greater
percentage if specified elsewhere in he contract) of the total
original contract price, excluding any specialty items designated
by the State. Specialty items may be performed by subcontract
and the amount of any such specialty items performed may be
deducted form the total original contract price before computing
the amount of work required to be performed by the contractor’'s
own organization (23 CFR 635).

a. “lts own organization” shall be construed to include only
workers employed and paid directly by the prime contractor
and equipment owned or rented by the prime contractor, with
or without operators. Such term does not include employees
or equipment of a subcontractor, assignee, or agent of the
prime contractor.

b. “Specialty Items” shall be construed to be limited to work
that requires highly specialized knowledge, abilities, or
equipment not ordinarily available in the type of contracting
organizations qualified and expected to bid on the contract as a

whole and in general are to be limited to minor components of
the overall contract.

2. The contract amount upon which the requirements set forth in
paragraph 1 of Section VIl is computed includes the cost of
material and manufactured products which are to be purchased or
produced by the contractor under the contract provisions.

3. The contractor shall furnish (a) a competent superintendent or
supervisor who is employed by the firm, has full authority to
direct performance of the work in accordance with the contract
requirements, and is in charge of all construction operations
(regardless of who performs the work) and (b) such other of its
own organizational resources (supervision, management, and
engineering services) as the SHA contracting officer determines is
necessary to assure the performance of the contract.

4. No portion of the contract shall be sublet, assigned or
otherwise disposed of except with the written consent of the
SHA contracting officer, or authorized representative, and such
consent when given shall not be construed to relieve the
contractor of any responsibility for the fulfillment of the contract.

Written consent will be given only after the SHA has assured that
each subcontract is evidenced in writing and that it contains all
pertinent provisions and requirements of the prime contract.

VIIl. SAFETY: ACCIDENT PREVENTION

1. In the performance of this contract the contractor shall comply
with all applicable Federal, State, and local laws governing safety,
health, and sanitation (23 CFR 635). The contractor shall provide
all safeguards, safety devices and protective equipment and take
any other needed actions as it determines, or as the SHA
contracting officer may determine, to be reasonably necessary to
protect the life and health of employees on the job and the safety
of the public and to protect property in connection with the
performance of the work covered by the contract.

2. Itis a condition of this contract, and shall be made a condition
of each subcontract, which the contractor enters into pursuant to
this contract, that the contractor and any subcontractor shall not
permit any employee, in performance of the contract, to work in
surroundings or under conditions which are unsanitary, hazardous
or dangerous to his/her health or safety, as determined under
construction safety and health standards (29 CFR 1926)
promulgated by the Secretary of Labor, in accordance with
Section 107 of the Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards
Act (40 U.S. C. 333).

3. Pursuant to 29 CFR 1926.3, it is a condition of this contract
that the Secretary of Labor or authorized representative thereof,
shall have right of entry to any site of contract performance to
inspect or investigate the matter of compliance with the
construction safety and health standards and to carry out the
duties of the Secretary under Section 107 of the Contract Work
Hours and Safety Standards Act (40 U.S.C. 333).

IX.  FALSE STATEMENTS CONCERNING HIGHWAY PROJECTS

In order to assure high quality and durable construction in
conformity with approved plans and specifications and a high
degree of reliability on statements and representations made by
engineers, contractors, suppliers, and workers on Federal-aid
highway projects, it is essential that all persons concerned

with the project perform their functions as carefully,

thoroughly, and honestly as possible. Willful falsification,
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distortion, or misrepresentation with respect to any facts
related to the project is a violation of Federal law. To prevent
any misunderstanding regarding the seriousness of these and
similar acts, the following notice shall be posted on each
Federal-aid highway project (23 CFR 635) in one or more
places where it is readily available to all persons concerned
with the project:
