PROVISIONS SHALL BE INTERPRETED TO BE THE ILLINOIS DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION (IDOT)
STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS FOR ROAD AND BRIDGE CONSTRUCTION, ADOPTED JANUARY 1, 2007.

ITEMS OF WORK LISTED IN THE SUMMARY OF QUANTITIES WHICH ARE NOT SPECIFICALLY INDICATED
IN THE PLANS SHALL BE PERFORMED AT LOCATIONS AS DIRECTED BY THE ENGINEER.

THE TOP OF ALL STRUCTURES SHALL BE FLUSH WITH THE ADJACENT SURFACE OR AT THE
INDICATED ELEVATIONS SHOWN ON THE PLANS.

FRAME ELEVATIONS ARE GIVEN ONLY TO ASSIST IN DETERMINING THE APPROXIMATE OVERALL HEIGHT
OF THE STRUCTURE. FRAMES ON ALL NEW STRUCTURES WILL BE ADJUSTED TO THE FINAL

THE CAST IRON FRAMES AND COVERS OF FILLED, ABANDONED OR REMOVED MANHOLES, INLETS AND
CATCH BASINS OR THOSE FRAMES AND COVERS UPON STRUCTURES RECEIVING NEW FRAMES AND
COVERS SHALL BE STOCKPILED WITHIN THE RIGHT—OF—WAY, AS DIRECTED BY THE ENGINEER, AND
PICKED UP BY THE VILLAGE.

THE APPROXIMATE LOCATION OF KNOWN PUBLIC UTILITIES ARE SHOWN ON THE PLANS. HOWEVER,
THE DEPARTMENT DOES NOT GUARANTEE ITS ACCURACY. PRIOR TO COMMENCING OPERATIONS ON
THE PROJECT WHICH MAY IN ANY WAY CREATE THE POSSIBILITY OF INVOLVEMENT WITH EXISTING
UTILITIES, THE CONTRACTOR SHALL CONTACT THE FIRM (OR COMMUNITY) INVOLVED. ADJUSTMENT OF

ALL STORM SEWERS FOR THIS PROJECT SHALL BE FURNISHED AND INSTALLED WITH RUBBER
GASKETS IN ACCORDANCE WITH THE APPLICABLE PORTIONS OF SECTION 550 OF THE STANDARD
SPECIFICATIONS. THIS WORK WILL NOT BE PAID FOR SEPARATELY BUT SHALL BE INCLUDED IN THE
UNIT PRICE BID FOR STORM SEWERS AS SPECIFIED.

ALL HMA PAVING SHALL FOLLOW DESIGNATED DRIVING LANES AS SHOWN IN STRIPING DETAILS. NO
LONGITUDINAL PAVING JOINT OR SEAMS ARE ALLOWED WITHIN THE DRIVING LANES. ALL LONGITUDINAL
PAVING JOINTS OR SEAMS WILL BE BETWEEN THE DRIVING LANES.

POROUS GRANULAR EMBANKMENT, SUBGRADE HAS BEEN PROVIDED FOR LOCATIONS WHERE SOILS
TEND TO BE UNSTABLE WHEN WET. THE ACTUAL NEED FOR REMOVAL AND REPLACEMENT WITH PGE
