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In order to be in compliance with Safety Engineering Policy Memorandum 4-21 (Drop off policy) the contractor will utilize TRAFFIC CONTROL AND PROTECTION STANDARD 701___.  At any time a greater than 12” drop off is located within 8 ft. of the edge of the nearest open traffic lane, that lane shall be closed until the drop off is brought up to less than 12”.  Pavement patching is not considered a drop off condition, except when individual patching holes are left open in excess of 24 hours.
For drop offs >1.5” but <12” there shall be no Long Duration Stationary Operation allowed (14 days or more) located within 8 ft. of the edge of the nearest open traffic lane.  

The contractor will be assessed a traffic control deficiency deduction per Article 105.03(b) for each day a drop off greater than 1.5” exists for more than 14 days within 8 ft. of the edge of the nearest open traffic lane.  

Designer’s note:  Ask Construction before use.  Fill in the traffic control standard being used.  Do not use on resurfacing or patching projects.  Article 701.07 covers the drop off for milling and resurfacing.
